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INTRODUCTION

Why This Is So Important

Don’t pet rattlesnakes.
Don’t drive a car while blindfolded.
Don’t walk down a dark alley with a wad of cash in your hand.

Don’t chum the water with dead chickens before taking an ocean
swim.

These are ridiculous examples of things we’d never do—because
we know better. Any one of those could end with a deadly outcome.
But here’s a couple more examples that are even more dangerous
because they have eternal consequences.

Don’t leave all the spiritual training of your kids to the church.

Don’t let learning about God be something that bores your kids.

You probably have a pretty good idea that the Bible tells us, es-
pecially in the book of Deuteronomy, to teach the next generation
about God and the principles he’s given us to live by. But why don’t

21
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we do that? One big reason is that we truly don’t understand the
reasons for the command.

Take a look at these verses from Psalm 78, where we get the “why”
behind teaching our kids about God.

We will not hide them from their descendants;
we will tell the next generation
the praiseworthy deeds of the Lorp,
his power, and the wonders he has done.
He decreed statutes for Jacob
and established the law in Israel,
which he commanded our ancestors
to teach their children,
so the next generation would know them,
even the children yet to be born,
and they in turn would tell their children.
Then they would put their trust in God
and would not forget his deeds
but would keep his commands.
They would not be like their ancestors—
a stubborn and rebellious generation,
whose hearts were not loyal to God,
whose spirits were not faithful to him. (Ps. 78:4-8)

This passage gives a nod to the Deuteronomy passages (“he com-
manded our ancestors to teach their children”) and then goes on
to explain the reasons it’s so critically important to teach our kids
about God at home. Check out the four positive payoffs.

1. So our kids will know God’s commands—the difference be-
tween right and wrong. See that in verse 6? “So the next gen-
eration would know them, even the children yet to be born,
and they in turn would tell their children.” If we don’t teach
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our kids, they won’t know. They’ll make mistakes. Get hurt.
And a scary thought? The truth can be lost in one generation
if parents fail to teach their kids.

2. So our kids will trust God for salvation, of course. But also
so that they’d learn to trust him and his ways, knowing God’s
ways are the best ways. There it is, right in verse 7: “Then they
would put their trust in God.”

3. So our kids will obey God. Verse 7 again: “Then they would
... keep his commands.”

4. So our kids will not forget God. Verse 7 addresses this as well.
“Then they would . . . not forget his deeds.”

These four payoffs are huge. Massive. And they are all about pro-
tecting our kids, aren’t they? That, my friends, is a huge motivator
to lead family devotions.

As a parent, you’re wired to protect. You’d jump in front of a car
to save one of your kids, right? Of course you would. You’d die for
them. But how far will you go to live for them? Will you take a chance
with family devotions and change your habits a bit to carve out time
for this? So your children will know God’s truth. So they’ll trust
God. So they’ll obey God. So they don’t forget him. Failure always
follows forgetting God . . . and none of us want this for our kids.

Family devotions are all about protecting our kids. We safeguard
our kids from the lies of this world by giving them regular doses of
truth—in the most appetizing way possible. So give this a try, will
you? Protect your kids by teaching them about God, and do it in
creative ways where they’ll really listen. The church can help, but
let’s face it: your kids only spend an hour or so there a week. It just
isn’t enough. They need you to help them. To show them the way.
You’re the one who is there for your kids at all hours of the day or
night, not the church. You can do this . . . and I want to help.

INTRODUCTION
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LET'S MAKE THIS EASY

You don’t have to follow any order in this book. Pick devotionals
that are right where your kids are at . . . or need to be. Whenever
you do a devotional, jot the date in the margin next to the title in the
table of contents. That way you won’t repeat one unintentionally.

If you’re having fun, the kids will too. Make devotional time with the
family a positive experience. Yes, learning about God is serious, but
you want your kids to grow up feeling that learning about God can
be fun too. These devotionals aren’t intended to be the type where
everyone sits around the kitchen table without saying a word. Grab a
snack for the kids and encourage interaction. And if they’re getting
loud or laughing, don’t worry about quieting them down. They’re
still going to catch the point of the lesson, and the experience will
be better for everyone!

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BORROWING SUPPLIES IS A GOOD
THING—IF YOU DO IT RIGHT

There will be times you’ll read the list of supplies needed for a les-
son and find you’re short one or two essential items. Often, you’ll
find you can buy what you need easily and pretty cheaply. But other
times you may want to borrow from family, neighbors, or friends.

There are some subtle and important advantages to borrowing
that go way beyond saving money. First, borrowing opens a door of
opportunity to give a word of witness to a neighbor or coworker.
Or it can be a bit of encouragement to a Christian who may need to
start teaching their own kids important nuggets of truth from God’s
Word. Second, you’ll be explaining why you need the item. You may
even invite the lender to join you for the little devotional time with
your family so they can handle the tool or whatever it is instead of
you. You’ll appreciate the help. They’ll appreciate feeling needed.
And who knows what might happen from there.

Vo
There are three simple rules you must follow when borrowing—

and they’re important. These are cast in concrete, my friend. Get
these three simple things right, and you’ll earn respect. Miss on any
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one of them, and you won’t be borrowing from that person again
anytime soon.

1. Return the item—fast. Not when you see them next. Not when
it’s convenient for you. Make the effort and get whatever you
borrowed back to them pronto, even if they insist there is no
rush to return it. And bring the item to them. Don’t ask them
to come to your place.

2. Return the item in better condition than you got it. Wipe the
item down. Clean it up. Coil the cord up neat and use a Velcro
tie to keep it that way. If you borrow a tool with a power pack,
return it fully charged. Is it gas powered? Return it with the
tank full—even if you didn’t use much or it was nearly empty
when they loaned it to you. This is about showing you value
their stuff and the chance to borrow it.

3. Return the item with gratitude. A friend who has just the thing
you need at just the time you need it is a bit of a hero, don’t
you think? Treat them like one. Give them a big thanks. Show
them a picture of you using it with the kids. Tell them how
great it worked—which makes them feel smart for having it in
the first place. Bring them coffee or a donut, or maybe return
the tool with a bow around it, for Pete’s sake. You’re creative,
or you never would have bought this book. Use a bit of that
creativity to make the lender feel really good that they helped
you out.

The three rules are easy, right? You can do this. And you’ll be
creating a good reputation for yourself—and being a good witness
as you do.

You’ll also want to have a bucket filled with
water nearby, just for an added measure of safety. Over the kitchen
sink or bathtub works well too. Just stay clear of curtains, okay?

. Put on your safety glasses.

. Use the measuring cup to measure out 3 ounces of rubbing

alcohol. Pour it into the glass. Put the cap on the bottle of rub-
bing alcohol and move it out of your way.

. Next, measure out 1 ounce of water. Pour it into the same glass

with the rubbing alcohol.

Be sure the bill gets completely soaked. I’m suggesting you use
the $1 bill here to build your confidence a bit. When you do
this with the kids, the $20 bill will be much more impressive.

. Once you’re certain the entire bill has been soaked, use the

tongs to remove the bill from the glass. Lift it by one corner, if
possible. By doing it this way, the bill will be in a perfect posi-
tion to light. Wipe up any drips of the alcohol solution that
may have pooled below the bill.

. Move the glass with the rubbing alcohol solution far from

where you will be lighting the dollar bill. Have that bucket of
water handy if you’re not doing this over the sink or tub, just
in case something doesn’t go exactly right.

. Hold the top edge of the bill by the tongs—and at a slight angle

away from you if possible. Fire travels up, so you don’t want
y y p p Y
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your hand in the path of the flame. Light the bottom corner
of the bill with the stick lighter.

9. The bill should become enveloped in flame but remain undam-

aged itself. The flames should go out by themselves, leaving a
perfect bill behind.

Isn’t this a great experiment? Now you’re ready to do it with the
kids . . . but with a $20 bill this time!

Running the Activity

I’d have the alcohol solution already in the glass. Gather the kids up,
have them put on their safety glasses, and get started. If your kids
have their own stash of money, consider asking them to give you a
$10 or $20 bill. That may increase their interest in the experiment
just a little bit.

Go through the procedure as you practiced it, having the kids do
as many of the steps as you feel they safely can based on their ages
and level of responsibility. The more they do, the more deeply the
lesson gets etched in their heads.

Once the flames have engulfed the bill and then been extinguished,
you’re ready to move on.

Teaching the Lesson

Something valuable, namely the $20 bill, was at stake here. If one
little thing didn’t go perfectly, that money would have been gone.
And sometimes we face situations like that in life. We may feel some-
thing bad is going to happen unless everything goes just right.

In Daniel 3 we have the story of Daniel’s three friends, Shadrach,
Meshach, and Abednego, who refused to bow down to the pagan

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king’s image. The penalty was death—by means of a very nasty fiery
furnace.

Something valuable was definitely at stake here: namely, their lives.
The king gave them one more chance to bow down. Listen to their
answer here. The level of trust Daniel’s friends had in God was
fantastic.

If we are thrown into the blazing furnace, the God we serve is able to
deliver us from it, and he will deliver us from Your Majesty’s hand.
But even if he does not, we want you to know, Your Majesty, that we
will not serve your gods or worship the image of gold you have set
up. (Dan. 3:17-18)

These men trusted God. They knew he was capable of rescuing
them. But even if his plan meant they were to die, they committed
themselves to remain loyal to God.

When the heat is on and we are in trouble, under pressure, or
facing hardship or nasty people, or when we face a culture that is
increasingly hostile to genuine Christians, that is when we often find
out just how real our faith in God is.

Do we really trust him?

Will we follow him, even if he doesn’t answer our prayers the
way we hope?

Hard times often reveal where our faith is at. And if we see our
faith isn’t all that it should be, we can ask God to help us with that.

Summing It Up

When we dipped the bill in rubbing alcohol and took out the lighter,
it definitely must have looked like that money was going to go up in
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smoke. But you trusted that I’d get that money back to you, or pay
you back another way, right?

Sometimes things look dark. Bleak. Like we’re in a tunnel and
there is no light at the end of it. Let’s trust God, even though we don’t
see a solution. God often works in unexpected, unpredictable ways.
Like the flaming $20 bill that was unharmed in the fire, or like Dan-
iel’s three friends, we can be rescued by God. But even if he lets the
hard times continue for us, we must hang on all the tighter to him.

My soul clings to you;
your right hand upholds me. (Ps. 63:8 ESV)

This is true in both the good times and the hard. When we are
facing fires, this verse reminds us of the need to cling tight to God,
knowing he is holding us the whole time.

Remember, God has a way of doing the unexpected, at just the
right time.

You, LorD, keep my lamp burning;
my God turns my darkness into light. (Ps. 18:28)
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Gone Forever

THEME: When we ask God to forgive our sins, they are gone for-
ever ... never to be resurrected. That should make us
grateful enough to do that for others.

TEINGES T00°LL NEED

[J Smooth-surfaced rocks. They should be about the size of the palm
of your hand so you have enough room to write on them but not so
large that they're hard to throw. Likely you can find rocks like this
outside somewhere, perhaps on the shore of whatever body of water
you choose to do this. You can also check with a pet store. Often,
they have bags of smooth river rock meant for aquariums that work
perfectly for this.

[0 Permanent marker (to write on the rocks)
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Advance Prep

Find a good spot on the shore of a lake, river, pond, or ocean. A
pier works terrific too. And be sure you have plenty of rocks for the
kids to write on and throw. The rocks will need to be clean and dry
before you can write on them.

Running the Activity

1. Ask the kids to think about their sins . . . things they’ve done
wrong but maybe haven’t confessed yet. Or it could be some-
thing they did long ago, and they may have confessed it, but
they still feel bad whenever it comes to mind.

2. Now have them use the marker to write that sin on a rock. Once
that is done, ask them to throw it into the water, as far from
shore as they can. You may want to demonstrate the first one.
If the stones are flat, you may even skip some of them across
the water.

3. Have them repeat this procedure as many times as they want.

4. Once they’ve hit a lull and seem to be out of ideas, you may
want to take this a bit further. Now ask them to write ways
that others have sinned against them. It could be friends, family,
or really anybody. Ask if they’re willing to forgive those who
did them wrong. If they are ready to forgive, have them throw
those rocks out into the water too.

Don’t take too long on this before moving into the teaching time.

Teaching the Lesson

In Micah, a book in the Old Testament, there is a verse describing
how God will forgive the sins of the nation of Israel. It gives us a great
bit of insight into God’s nature when it comes to how he forgives.

You will again have compassion on us;
you will tread our sins underfoot
and hurl all our iniquities into the depths of the sea.
(Mic. 7:19)

That word picture of hurling iniquities, or sins, into the depths
of the sea is important. Think about how deep the ocean is, and
picture God throwing our sins there.

* So deep, they will never surface again.

* So deep, nobody will ever find them.

That is the magnificent forgiveness he offers us when we confess
our sins to him. The sins are gone. He won’t dig them up again and
shove them in our faces. When God forgives, it is complete. Sure,
there are still consequences for our sin. If we rob a store we may go
to jail—even though God forgives if we ask—right? But when God
forgives, he definitely takes away the eternal punishment we deserve
for that sin. That’s huge! We need to let the reality of that sink in a
bit. That truth should prompt some very important reactions in us.

* We should be filled with joy that our sins are forgiven, and we
should love God more.

* We should be grateful that he has forgiven us so completely
and desires we live in obedience to him.

* Out of that gratitude for what God did for us, we should be
more willing to forgive others in the same way God forgives us.
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Summing It Up

For as high as the heavens are above the earth,
so great is his love for those who fear him;
as far as the east is from the west,

so far has he removed our transgressions from us.
(Ps. 103:11-12)

When we ask God to forgive our sins, he removes them from us
completely—as far as the east is from the west. He hurls them into
the deep water, never to be seen again, like those rocks we just threw.
Let’s be sure we’re living in gratitude for God’s great gift of forgive-
ness . . . and forgiving others the same way.

If the kids weren’t ready to forgive someone who had wronged
them earlier, check back to see if anybody is ready to throw another
rock into the water now.
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
