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LN ave you ever turned on a TV in the
middle of a show? You probably
turned it off because you couldn’t figure
out what was going on. To fully under-
stand the plot, you needed to see the
beginning of the show.

That applies to the Bible, too. Genesis is the
right place to begin if you want to know the
plot. Why? Because Genesis means “begin-
nings.” In Genesis you see the creation of
the universe, the first sin, the beginning of
God's plan to rescue his people from sin,
and how the nation of Israel began.

Genesis is the first place we learn about
God'’s character. God didn’t have a begin-
ning. He has always existed. Chapters 1
and 2 show his creativity and power, while
chapter 3 reveals his holiness and judg-
ment of sin. Through the story of Adam
and Eve and their descendants, we see
God’s incredible love for his people even
when they constantly disobey him.

As you read Genesis, what other beginnings
do you see? How do those beginnings
change how you view God?

16So Cain left the LorD’s presence and
settled in the land of Nod,* east of Eden.

17Cain had sexual relations with his
wife, and she became pregnant and gave
birth to Enoch. Then Cain founded a city,
which he named Enoch, after his son.
18Enoch had a son named Irad. Irad be-
came the father of* Mehujael. Mehujael
became the father of Methushael. Methu-
shael became the father of Lamech.

Lamech married two women. The
first was named Adah, and the second
was Zillah. 20Adah gave birth to Jabal,
who was the first of those who raise live-
stock and live in tents. 2'His brother’s
name was Jubal, the first of all who play
the harp and flute.

2He created them male and
female, and he blessed them and called
them “human.”

3When Adam was 130 years old, he
became the father of a son who was
just like him—in his very image.

3'Lamech
lived 777 years, and then he died.

32 After Noah was 500 years old, he
became the father of Shem, Ham,
and Japheth.

A WORLD GONE WRONG

A Then the people began to multiply on
¥ the earth, and daughters were born
to them. 2The sons of God saw the beau-
tiful women* and took any they wanted
as their wives.

""Now God saw that the earth had
become corrupt and was filled with vio-
lence. 2God observed all this corruption
in the world, for everyone on earth was
corrupt.

So enter the boat—you and
your wife and your sons and their wives.

Did Noah and his sons spend years collect-
ing them? Actually, God took care of that job while
Noah and his sons were building the boat. They
didn’t have to worry about how the animals would
arrive. Often we do just the opposite of Noah. We
worry about details in our lives over which we have
no control, while neglecting specific areas (such as
attitudes, relationships, responsibilities) that are
under our control. What task has God given you?
What aspects of your life seem out of your control?
Concentrate on what God has given you to do, and
leave the rest to him.

THE FLOOD COVERS THE EARTI

When everything was ready, the
A& Lorp said to Noah, “Go into the
boat with all your family, for among all
the people of the earth, I can see that
you alone are righteous. 2Take with you
seven pairs—male and female—of each
animal I have approved for eating and
for sacrifice,* and take one pair of each
of the others. 3Also take seven pairs of
every kind of bird.

8With them were all the various kinds of
animals—those approved for eating and
for sacrifice and those that were not—
along with all the birds and the small ani-
mals that scurry along the ground. °They
entered the boat in pairs, male and fe-
male, just as God had commanded Noah.
10After seven days, the waters of the flood
came and covered the earth.

"When Noah was 600 years old, on
the seventeenth day of the second month,
all the underground waters erupted from
the earth, and the rain fell in mighty tor-
rents from the sky. 2The rain continued
to fall for forty days and forty nights.

3That very day Noah had gone into

the boat with his wife and his sons—
Shem, Ham, and Japheth—and their
wives. 1*With them in the boat were pairs
of every kind of animal—domestic and
wild, large and small—along with birds
of every kind. 'Two by two they came
into the boat, representing every living
thing that breathes. A male and female
of each kind entered, just as God had
commanded Noah. Then the LORD closed
the door behind them.

17For forty days the floodwaters grew
deeper, covering the ground and lifting
the boat high above the earth. 8As the
waters rose higher and higher above
the ground, the boat floated safely on
the surface. Finally, the water covered
even the highest mountains on the earth,
20yising more than twenty-two feet*
above the highest peaks. 21All the living
things on earth died—birds, domestic
animals, wild animals, small animals
that scurry along the ground, and all the
people. 22Everything that breathed and
lived on dry land died. 23God wiped out
every living thing on the earth—people,
livestock, small animals that scurry
along the ground, and the birds of the
sky. All were destroyed. The only people
who survived were Noah and those with
him in the boat. 24And the floodwaters
covered the earth for 150 days.

THE FLOOD RECEDES

A But God remembered Noah and all
& the wild animals and livestock with
him in the boat. He sent a wind to blow
across the earth, and the floodwaters
began to recede. 2The underground wa-
ters stopped flowing, and the torrential
rains from the sky were stopped. 3So
the floodwaters gradually receded from
the earth. After 150 days, “exactly five
months from the time the flood began,*
the boat came to rest on the mountains of
Ararat. 5Two and a half months later,* as
the waters continued to go down, other
mountain peaks became visible.

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boat 7and released a raven. The bird flew
back and forth until the floodwaters on
the earth had dried up. 8He also released
a dove to see if the water had receded
and it could find dry ground. °But the
dove could find no place to land because
the water still covered the ground. So it
returned to the boat, and Noah held out
his hand and drew the dove back inside.
10After waiting another seven days, Noah
released the dove again. " This time the
dove returned to him in the evening with
a fresh olive leaf in its beak. Then Noah
knew that the floodwaters were almost
gone. 2He waited another seven days
and then released the dove again. This
time it did not come back.

13Noah was now 601 years old. On the
first day of the new year, ten and a half
months after the flood began,* the flood-
waters had almost dried up from the
earth. Noah lifted back the covering of
the boat and saw that the surface of the
ground was drying. *Two more months
went by,* and at last the earth was dry!

15Then God said to Noah, 6“Leave the
boat, all of you—you and your wife, and
your sons and their wives. 7Release all
the animals—the birds, the livestock,
and the small animals that scurry along
the ground—so they can be fruitful and
multiply throughout the earth.”

1850 Noabh, his wife, and his sons and
their wives left the boat. ' And all of the
large and small animals and birds came
out of the boat, pair by pair.

20Then Noah built an altar to the
LORD, and there he sacrificed as burnt
offerings the animals and birds that had
been approved for that purpose.* 21 And
the LORD was pleased with the aroma of
the sacrifice and said to himself, “I will
never again curse the ground because of
the human race, even though everything
they think or imagine is bent toward evil
from childhood. I will never again de-
stroy all living things. 22As long as the
earth remains, there will be planting and
harvest, cold and heat, summer and win-
ter, day and night.”

Then God blessed Noah and his

Never again will the
floodwaters destroy all life. 1When I
see the rainbow in the clouds, I will re-
member the eternal covenant between
God and every living creature on earth.”
17Then God said to Noah, “Yes, this rain-
bow is the sign of the covenant I am con-
firming with all the creatures on earth.”

NORH'S SONS

18The sons of Noah who came out of the
boat with their father were Shem, Ham,
and Japheth. (Ham is the father of Ca-
naan.) "From these three sons of Noah
came all the people who now populate
the earth.

20 After the flood, Noah began to culti-

vate the ground, and he planted a vine-
yard. 2'One day he drank some wine he
had made, and he became drunk and lay
naked inside his tent. 2Ham, the father
of Canaan, saw that his father was naked
and went outside and told his brothers.
23Then Shem and Japheth took a robe,
held it over their shoulders, and backed
into the tent to cover their father. As they
did this, they looked the other way so
they would not see him naked.

24When Noah woke up from his stupor,
he learned what Ham, his youngest son,
had done. 25Then he cursed Canaan, the
son of Ham:

“May Canaan be cursed!
May he be the lowest of servants to
his relatives.”

26Then Noah said,

“May the LoRD, the God of Shem, be
blessed,
and may Canaan be his servant!
27 May God expand the territory of
Japheth!
May Japheth share the prosperity of
Shem,*
and may Canaan be his servant.”

28Noah lived another 350 years after
the great flood. 22He lived 950 years, and
then he died.
