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The twin prayers of this book are ancient prayers
for morning and evening. They pray, praise, and
give thanks to God for all his good gifts—his life,
forgiveness, and salvation as well as his presence and
care in our lives. These prayers use Psalm 31:5, Psalm
91:11, and Psalm 121. Our version of these ancient
prayers is adapted from Martin Luther's Small

Catechism (1529).
