The NLT is the result of many
years of work by a committee of top biblical scholars and linguists. The NLT
Bible Translation Committee (BTC) was first commissioned in the late 1980s.
The BTC scholars were committed to creating a fresh Bible translation that
was both accurate and understandable. For over eight years this committee of
twelve worked hand in hand with over ninety additional scholars to carefully
craft the translation using the best Hebrew, Greek, and Aramaic texts. They
incorporated the latest linguistic and cultural insights to create a translation
that is profoundly accurate without sacrificing readability.

The goal of the BTC was to convey to contemporary readers the
meaning and content of the ancient texts as accurately and clearly
as possible. The result is a translation that seeks to communicate
as powerfully to people today as the original texts communicated
to readers and listeners in the biblical world. Since written copies
were scarce in the ancient world, people regularly received Scripture
by listening to it as it was read aloud. Therefore, the NLT transla-
tion process included reading the text aloud to ensure that it would
communicate effectively and beautifully, whether read in public or
in private. The NLT is the result of an exacting scholarly translation
process, designed to ensure that it is accurate, understandable, and
audibly enjoyable for all uses—from sermons to teaching to serious
Bible study to group discussions to everyday reading for all ages and
stages of life.

The New Living Translation communicates God’s word power-
fully to all who read or hear it. Our continuous prayer is that God uses
it to speak his timeless truth to the church and the world.

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Introduction to the

Translation Philosophy

and Methodology

English Bible translations tend to be governed
by one of two general translation theories.
The first theory has been called “formal-
equivalence,” “literal,” or “word-for-word”
translation. According to this theory, the trans-
lator attempts to render each word of the origi-
nal language into English and seeks to preserve
the original syntax and sentence structure as
much as possible in translation. The second
theory has been called “dynamic-equivalence,”
“functional-equivalence,” or “thought-for-
thought” translation. The goal of this transla-
tion theory is to produce in English the closest
natural equivalent of the message expressed by
the original-language text, both in meaning and
in style.

Both of these translation theories have
their strengths. A formal-equivalence transla-
tion preserves aspects of the original text—in-
cluding ancient idioms, term consistency, and
original-language syntax—that are valuable
for scholars and professional study. It allows a
reader to trace formal elements of the original-
language text through the English translation.
A dynamic-equivalence translation, on the
other hand, focuses on translating the message
of the original-language text. It ensures that
the meaning of the text is readily apparent to
the contemporary reader. This allows the mes-
sage to come through with immediacy, without
requiring the reader to struggle with foreign
idioms and awkward syntax. It also facilitates
serious study of the text’s message and clarity
in both devotional and public reading.

The pure application of either of these
translation philosophies would create transla-
tions at opposite ends of the translation spec-
trum. But in reality, all translations contain a
mixture of these two philosophies. A purely
formal-equivalence translation would be un-
intelligible in English, and a purely dynamic-
equivalence translation would risk being
unfaithful to the original. That is why transla-
tions shaped by dynamic-equivalence theory
are usually quite literal when the original text
is relatively clear, and the translations shaped
by formal-equivalence theory are sometimes
quite dynamic when the original text is obscure.

The translators of the New Living Transla-
tion set out to render the message of the origi-
nal texts of Scripture into clear, contemporary
English. As they did so, they kept the concerns
of both formal-equivalence and dynamic-
equivalence in mind. On the one hand, they
translated as simply and literally as possible
when that approach yielded an accurate, clear,
and natural English text. Many words and
phrases were rendered literally and consistently
into English, preserving essential literary and
rhetorical devices, ancient metaphors, and
word choices that give structure to the text
and provide echoes of meaning from one pas-
sage to the next.

On the other hand, the translators rendered
the message more dynamically when the literal
rendering was hard to understand, was mis-
leading, or yielded archaic or foreign wording.
They clarified difficult metaphors and terms to
aid in the reader’s understanding. The trans-
lators first struggled with the meaning of the
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words and phrases in the ancient context; then
they rendered the message into clear, natural
English. Their goal was to be both faithful to
the ancient texts and eminently readable. The
result is a translation that is both exegetically
accurate and idiomatically powerful.

Translation Process and Team

To produce an accurate translation of the Bible
into contemporary English, the translation
team needed the skills necessary to enter into
the thought patterns of the ancient authors and
then to render their ideas, connotations, and ef-
fects into clear, contemporary English. To begin
this process, qualified biblical scholars were
needed to interpret the meaning of the original
text and to check it against our base English
translation. In order to guard against personal
and theological biases, the scholars needed to
represent a diverse group of evangelicals who
would employ the best exegetical tools. Then
to work alongside the scholars, skilled English
stylists were needed to shape the text into clear,
contemporary English.

With these concerns in mind, the Bible
Translation Committee recruited teams of
scholars that represented a broad spectrum of
denominations, theological perspectives, and
backgrounds within the worldwide evangeli-
cal community. (These scholars are listed at the
end of this introduction.) Each book of the Bible
was assigned to three different scholars with
proven expertise in the book or group of books
to be reviewed. Each of these scholars made a
thorough review of a base translation and sub-
mitted suggested revisions to the appropriate
Senior Translator. The Senior Translator then
reviewed and summarized these suggestions
and proposed a first-draft revision of the base
text. This draft served as the basis for several
additional phases of exegetical and stylistic
committee review. Then the Bible Translation
Committee jointly reviewed and approved every
verse of the final translation.

Throughout the translation and editing pro-
cess, the Senior Translators and their scholar
teams were given a chance to review the editing
done by the team of stylists. This ensured that
exegetical errors would not be introduced late
in the process and that the entire Bible Trans-
lation Committee was happy with the final re-
sult. By choosing a team of qualified scholars
and skilled stylists and by setting up a process
that allowed their interaction throughout the
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process, the New Living Translation has been
refined to preserve the essential formal ele-
ments of the original biblical texts, while also
creating a clear, understandable English text.

The New Living Translation was first pub-
lished in 1996. Shortly after its initial publica-
tion, the Bible Translation Committee began
a process of further committee review and
translation refinement. The purpose of this
continued revision was to increase the level of
precision without sacrificing the text’s easy-to-
understand quality. This second-edition text
was completed in 2004, with minor changes
subsequently introduced in 2007, 2013, and
2015.

Written to Be Read Aloud

It is evident in Scripture that the biblical docu-
ments were written to be read aloud, often in
public worship (see Nehemiah 8; Luke 4:16-20;
1 Timothy 4:13; Revelation 1:3). It is still the case
today that more people will hear the Bible read
aloud in church than are likely to read it for
themselves. Therefore, a new translation must
communicate with clarity and power when it is
read publicly. Clarity was a primary goal for the
NLT translators, not only to facilitate private
reading and understanding, but also to ensure
that it would be excellent for public reading
and make an immediate and powerful impact
on any listener.

The Texts behind

the New Living Translation

The Old Testament translators used the Maso-
retic Text of the Hebrew Bible as represented in
Biblia Hebraica Stuttgartensia (1977), with its
extensive system of textual notes; this is an up-
date of RudolfKittel’s Biblia Hebraica (Stuttgart,
1937). The translators also further compared
the Dead Sea Scrolls, the Septuagint and other
Greek manuscripts, the Samaritan Pentateuch,
the Syriac Peshitta, the Latin Vulgate, and any
other versions or manuscripts that shed light on
the meaning of difficult passages.

The New Testament translators used the
two standard editions of the Greek New Tes-
tament: the Greek New Testament, published
by the United Bible Societies (UBS, fourth re-
vised edition, 1993), and Novum Testamentum
Graece, edited by Nestle and Aland (NA, twenty-
seventh edition, 1993). These two editions,
which have the same text but differ in punctua-
tion and textual notes, represent, for the most
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part, the best in modern textual scholarship.
However, in cases where strong textual or other
scholarly evidence supported the decision, the
translators sometimes chose to differ from the
UBS and NA Greek texts and followed variant
readings found in other ancient witnesses. Sig-
nificant textual variants of this sort are always
noted in the textual notes of the New Living
Translation.

Translation Issues
The translators have made a conscious effort to
provide a text that can be easily understood by
the typical reader of modern English. To this end,
we sought to use only vocabulary and language
structures in common use today. We avoided
using language likely to become quickly dated or
that reflects only a narrow subdialect of English,
with the goal of making the New Living Transla-
tion as broadly useful and timeless as possible.
But our concern for readability goes be-
yond the concerns of vocabulary and sentence
structure. We are also concerned about histori-
cal and cultural barriers to understanding the
Bible, and we have sought to translate terms
shrouded in history and culture in ways that
can be immediately understood. To this end:

e We have converted ancient weights and mea-
sures (for example, “ephah” [a unit of dry vol-
ume] or “cubit” [a unit of length]) to modern
English (American) equivalents, since the
ancient measures are not generally meaning-
ful to today’s readers. Then in the textual foot-
notes we offer the literal Hebrew, Aramaic, or
Greek measures, along with modern metric
equivalents.

Instead of translating ancient currency values
literally, we have expressed them in common
terms that communicate the message. For
example, in the Old Testament, “ten shekels of
silver” becomes “ten pieces of silver” to con-
vey the intended message. In the New Testa-
ment, we have often translated the “denarius”
as “the normal daily wage” to facilitate under-
standing. Then a footnote offers: “Greek a
denarius, the payment for a full day’s labor.”
In general, we give a clear English rendering
and then state the literal Hebrew, Aramaic, or
Greek in a textual footnote.

Since the names of Hebrew months are
unknown to most contemporary readers,
and since the Hebrew lunar calendar fluctu-
ates from year to year in relation to the solar
calendar used today, we have looked for clear
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ways to communicate the time of year the
Hebrew months (such as Abib) refer to. When
an expanded or interpretive rendering is given
in the text, a textual note gives the literal ren-
dering. Where it is possible to define a specific
ancient date in terms of our modern calendar,
we use modern dates in the text. A textual
footnote then gives the literal Hebrew date
and states the rationale for our rendering. For
example, Ezra 6:15 pinpoints the date when
the postexilic Temple was completed in Jeru-
salem: “the third day of the month Adar.” This
was during the sixth year of King Darius’s
reign (that is, 515 B.C.). We have translated
that date as March 12, with a footnote giving
the Hebrew and identifying the year as 515 B.C.
Since ancient references to the time of day
differ from our modern methods of denot-
ing time, we have used renderings that are
instantly understandable to the modern
reader. Accordingly, we have rendered specific
times of day by using approximate equivalents
in terms of our common “o’clock” system. On
occasion, translations such as “at dawn the
next morning” or “as the sun was setting”
have been used when the biblical reference is
more general.
When the meaning of a proper name (or a
wordplay inherent in a proper name) is rel-
evant to the message of the text, its meaning
is often illuminated with a textual footnote.
For example, in Exodus 2:10 the text reads:
“The princess named him Moses, for she
explained, ‘I lifted him out of the water.”” The
accompanying footnote reads: “Moses sounds
like a Hebrew term that means ‘to lift out.””
Sometimes, when the actual meaning
of a name is clear, that meaning is included
in parentheses within the text itself. For
example, the text at Genesis 16:11 reads: “You
are to name him Ishmael (which means ‘God
hears’), for the LORD has heard your cry of dis-
tress.” Since the original hearers and readers
would have instantly understood the mean-
ing of the name “Ishmael,” we have provided
modern readers with the same information so
they can experience the text in a similar way.
Many words and phrases carry a great deal
of cultural meaning that was obvious to the
original readers but needs explanation in our
own culture. For example, the phrase “they
beat their breasts” (Luke 23:48) in ancient
times meant that people were very upset,
often in mourning. In our translation we chose
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to translate this phrase dynamically for clar-
ity: “They went home in deep sorrow.” Then
we included a footnote with the literal Greek,
which reads: “Greek went home beating their
breasts.” In other similar cases, however, we
have sometimes chosen to illuminate the exist-
ing literal expression to make it immediately
understandable. For example, here we might
have expanded the literal Greek phrase to read:
“They went home beating their breasts in sor-
row.” If we had done this, we would not have
included a textual footnote, since the literal
Greek clearly appears in translation.
Metaphorical language is sometimes difficult
for contemporary readers to understand, so at
times we have chosen to translate or illumi-
nate the meaning of a metaphor. For example,
the ancient poet writes, “Your neck is like the
tower of David” (Song of Songs 4:4). We have
rendered it “Your neck is as beautiful as the
tower of David” to clarify the intended posi-
tive meaning of the simile. Another example
comes in Ecclesiastes 12:3, which can be lit-
erally rendered: “Remember him . . . when
the grinding women cease because they are
few, and the women who look through the
windows see dimly.” We have rendered it:
“Remember him before your teeth—your
few remaining servants—stop grinding; and
before your eyes—the women looking through
the windows—see dimly.” We clarified such
metaphors only when we believed a typical
reader might be confused by the literal text.
When the content of the original language text
is poetic in character, we have rendered it in
English poetic form. We sought to break lines
in ways that clarify and highlight the relation-
ships between phrases of the text. Hebrew
poetry often uses parallelism, a literary form
where a second phrase (or in some instances
a third or fourth) echoes the initial phrase in
some way. In Hebrew parallelism, the sub-
sequent parallel phrases continue, while
also furthering and sharpening, the thought
expressed in the initial line or phrase. When-
ever possible, we sought to represent these
parallel phrases in natural poetic English.
The Greek term hoi Ioudaioi is literally trans-
lated “the Jews” in many English transla-
tions. In the Gospel of John, however, this
term doesn’t always refer to the Jewish people
generally. In some contexts, it refers more
particularly to the Jewish religious leaders.
We have attempted to capture the meaning in

these different contexts by using terms such
as “the people” (with a footnote: Greek the
Jewish people) or “the Jewish leaders,” where
appropriate.

One challenge we faced was how to translate
accurately the ancient biblical text that was
originally written in a context where male-
oriented terms were used to refer to humanity
generally. We needed to respect the nature of
the ancient context while also trying to make
the translation clear to a modern audience
that tends to read male-oriented language as
applying only to males. Often the original text,
though using masculine nouns and pronouns,
clearly intends that the message be applied to
both men and women. A typical example is
found in the New Testament letters, where the
believers are called “brothers” (adelphoi). Yet
itis clear from the content of these letters that
they were addressed to all the believers—male
and female. Thus, we have usually translated
this Greek word as “brothers and sisters” in
order to represent the historical situation
more accurately.

We have also been sensitive to passages
where the text applies generally to human
beings or to the human condition. In some
instances we have used plural pronouns (they,
them) in place of the masculine singular (he,
him). For example, a traditional rendering of
Proverbs 22:6 is: “Train up a child in the way
he should go, and when he is old he will not
turn from it.” We have rendered it: “Direct your
children onto the right path, and when they are
older, they will not leave it.” At times, we have
also replaced third person pronouns with the
second person to ensure clarity. A traditional
rendering of Proverbs 26:27 is: “He who digs a
pit will fall into it, and he who rolls a stone, it
will come back on him.” We have rendered it:
“If you set a trap for others, you will get caught
in it yourself. If you roll a boulder down on
others, it will crush you instead.”

We should emphasize, however, that all
masculine nouns and pronouns used to rep-
resent God (for example, “Father”) have been
maintained without exception. All decisions
of this kind have been driven by the concern
to reflect accurately the intended meaning of
the original texts of Scripture.

Lexical Consistency in Terminology
For the sake of clarity, we have translated
certain original-language terms consistently,
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especially within synoptic passages and for
commonly repeated rhetorical phrases, and
within certain word categories such as divine
names and non-theological technical terminol-
ogy (e.g., liturgical, legal, cultural, zoological,
and botanical terms). For theological terms, we
have allowed a greater semantic range of ac-
ceptable English words or phrases for a single
Hebrew or Greek word. We have avoided some
theological terms that are not readily under-
stood by many modern readers. For example,
we avoided using words such as “justification”
and “sanctification,” which are carryovers from
Latin translations. In place of these words, we
have provided renderings such as “made right
with God” and “made holy.”

The Spelling of Proper Names

Many individuals in the Bible, especially the
Old Testament, are known by more than one
name (e.g., Uzziah/Azariah). For the sake of
clarity, we have tried to use a single spelling for
any one individual, footnoting the literal spell-
ing whenever we differ from it. This is especially
helpful in delineating the kings of Israel and
Judah. King Joash/Jehoash of Israel has been
consistently called Jehoash, while King Joash/
Jehoash of Judah is called Joash. A similar dis-
tinction has been used to distinguish between
Joram/Jehoram of Israel and Joram/Jehoram
of Judah. All such decisions were made with
the goal of clarifying the text for the reader.
When the ancient biblical writers clearly had a
theological purpose in their choice of a variant
name (e.g., Esh-baal/Ishbosheth), the different
names have been maintained with an explana-
tory footnote.

For the names Jacob and Israel, which are
used interchangeably for both the individual
patriarch and the nation, we generally render it
“Israel” when it refers to the nation and “Jacob”
when it refers to the individual. When our ren-
dering of the name differs from the underlying
Hebrew text, we provide a textual footnote,
which includes this explanation: “The names
‘Jacob’ and ‘Israel’ are often interchanged
throughout the Old Testament, referring some-
times to the individual patriarch and sometimes
to the nation.”

The Rendering of Divine Names

In the Old Testament, all appearances of ‘el, ‘elo-
him, or ‘eloah have been translated “God,” ex-
cept where the context demands the translation
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“god(s).” We have generally rendered the tetra-
grammaton (YHWH) consistently as “the LORD,”
utilizing a form with small capitals that is com-
mon among English translations. This will dis-
tinguish it from the name ‘adonai, which we
render “Lord.” When ‘adonai and YHWH appear
together, we have rendered it “Sovereign LORD.”
When ‘elohim and YHWH appear together, we
have rendered it “LORD God.” When YH (the
short form of YHWH) and YHWH appear to-
gether, we have rendered it “LORD GoD.” When
YHWH appears with the term tseba’oth, we have
rendered it “LORD of Heaven’s Armies” to trans-
late the meaning of the name. In a few cases, we
have utilized the transliteration, Yahweh, when
the personal character of the name is being
invoked in contrast to another divine name or
the name of some other god (for example, see
Exodus 3:15; 6:2-3).

In the Gospels and Acts, the Greek word
christos has normally been translated as “Mes-
siah” when the context assumes a Jewish audi-
ence. When a Gentile audience can be assumed
(which is consistently the case in the Epistles
and Revelation), christos has been translated as
“Christ.” The Greek word kurios is consistently
translated “Lord,” except that it is translated
“LORD” wherever the New Testament text ex-
plicitly quotes from the Old Testament, and the
text there has it in small capitals.

Textual Footnotes
The New Living Translation provides several
kinds of textual footnotes, all designated in the
text with an asterisk:

e When for the sake of clarity the NLT renders
a difficult or potentially confusing phrase
dynamically, we generally give the literal ren-
dering in a textual footnote. This allows the
reader to see the literal source of our dynamic
rendering and how our translation relates to
other more literal translations. These notes
are prefaced with “Hebrew,” “Aramaic,”
or “Greek,” identifying the language of the
underlying source text. For example, in Acts
2:42 we translated the literal “breaking of
bread” (from the Greek) as “the Lord’s Sup-
per” to clarify that this verse refers to the
ceremonial practice of the church rather than
just an ordinary meal. Then we attached a
footnote to “the Lord’s Supper,” which reads:
“Greek the breaking of bread.”

o Textual footnotes are also used to show alter-
native renderings, prefaced with the word “Or.”
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These normally occur for passages where an
aspect of the meaning is debated. On occasion,
we also provide notes on words or phrases that
represent a departure from long-standing tradi-
tion. These notes are prefaced with “Tradition-
ally rendered.” For example, the footnote to the
translation “serious skin disease” at Leviticus
13:2 says: “Traditionally rendered leprosy. The
Hebrew word used throughout this passage is
used to describe various skin diseases.”
When our translators follow a textual variant
that differs significantly from our standard
Hebrew or Greek texts (listed earlier), we doc-
ument that difference with a footnote. We also
footnote cases when the NLT excludes a pas-
sage that is included in the Greek text known
as the Textus Receptus (and familiar to read-
ers through its translation in the King James
Version). In such cases, we offer a translation
of the excluded text in a footnote, even though
it is generally recognized as a later addition
to the Greek text and not part of the original
Greek New Testament.

All Old Testament passages that are quoted
in the New Testament are identified by a tex-
tual footnote at the New Testament location.
When the New Testament clearly quotes from
the Greek translation of the Old Testament,
and when it differs significantly in wording
from the Hebrew text, we also place a tex-
tual footnote at the Old Testament location.
This note includes a rendering of the Greek
version, along with a cross-reference to the
New Testament passage(s) where it is cited
(for example, see notes on Psalms 8:2; 53:3;
Proverbs 3:12).

Some textual footnotes provide cultural and
historical information on places, things, and
people in the Bible that are probably obscure
to modern readers. Such notes should aid the

reader in understanding the message of the
text. For example, in Acts 12:1, “King Herod”
is named in this translation as “King Herod
Agrippa” and is identified in a footnote as
being “the nephew of Herod Antipas and a
grandson of Herod the Great.”

When the meaning of a proper name (or a
wordplay inherent in a proper name) is rele-
vant to the meaning of the text, it is either illu-
minated with a textual footnote or included
within parentheses in the text itself. For
example, the footnote concerning the name
“Eve” at Genesis 3:20 reads: “Eve sounds like
a Hebrew term that means ‘to give life.”” This
wordplay in the Hebrew illuminates the mean-
ing of the text, which goes on to say that Eve
“would be the mother of all who live.”

As WE SUBMIT this translation for publication,
we recognize that any translation of the Scrip-
tures is subject to limitations and imperfections.
Anyone who has attempted to communicate the
richness of God’s word into another language
will realize it is impossible to make a perfect
translation. Recognizing these limitations, we
sought God’s guidance and wisdom throughout
this project. Now we pray that he will accept our
efforts and use this translation for the benefit of
the church and of all people.

We pray that the New Living Translation
will overcome some of the barriers of history,
culture, and language that have kept people
from reading and understanding God’s word.
We hope that readers unfamiliar with the Bible
will find the words clear and easy to understand
and that readers well versed in the Scriptures
will gain a fresh perspective. We pray that
readers will gain insight and wisdom for living,
but most of all that they will meet the God of the
Bible and be forever changed by knowing him.

IN THE BEGINNING — the beginning of all beginnings—everything
was fresher than the earliest morning and newer than a baby’s next
breath. God spoke, and new worlds emerged. God breathed, and new
life began. God created, and a new garden grew with pristine purity.

A new dynamic called love and marriage blossomed in that garden,
and it would lead to a new wonder called children and family. A new
utopia had begun. The whole wide universe, and the tiny corner called
Eden, was bathed in honeymoon freshness. It was the dawn of all
things wonderful, the dawn of everything bright and beautiful.

Genesis is the book of new beginnings—new,
wonderful beginnings. But it is also the book
of new beginnings that were far less than
wonderful because of another new dynamic
called choice. God gave his creatures the ability
to choose the course their lives would take, and
they did not choose wisely. And so began the
dark presence of the evil one, the dark shadow
called temptation, and the dark woundedness
called sin.

Many today are tired of the same old thing—
the same job, the same routines, the same
responsibilities, the same load of debt, the same
limitations, the same sickness or injury, per-
haps even the sameness in marriage or family
life. If only we could choose a new course in
life. If only we could get away from it all, per-

thing familiar—out of debt, out of the neighborhood, out of the chains of
sameness. If only we could jump-start a new tomorrow today.

In our quest for newness, many jump ship, leaving home and family behind,
just to find that the new beginning is only the other side of the same old coin.
Old oppression is exchanged for new oppression. Old problems are bartered
for new ones until it seems that the new is worse than the old.

When we embark on a new beginning, how do we know which way it will
take us? Genesis is the book to study for answers. It lays out the principles
for new beginnings (new relationships, new rules, new jobs, new directions)
within the boundaries of God’s timeless and unchanging truths for successful
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living. Newness will always be exciting, and ultimately satisfying, if we stay within the
guidelines for living that are laid down by God in this book and in the rest of the Bible.
You will then find your beginnings as fresh and bright as the dawn of creation. But new
beginnings without God—outside his guidelines for living—will be as dark and devastat-
ing as the expulsion from Eden, which led to a new world of pain, work, sweat, and sin.

Read the book of Genesis to gain a new perspective on what appear to be the same
old things. Let the tyranny of the ordinary become fresh and vital. When you do chart a
new beginning in your life, use the guidelines for new beginnings presented in Genesis.
Then you will have renewed hope and zest with each new morning by running with
God, not from him.

GENESIS 2:24

When the unity candle is lit at a wedding,
it symbolizes a unique relationship—
leaving father and mother and joining
as bride and groom in such a way that
the two become one. We don’t fully
understand sexual union, but we do know
that God intended it to bond married
people together in a way different from
any other relationship. This physical
intimacy is designed to be experienced
exclusively and uniquely within a
marriage between a man and a woman,
and it is a model of the vulnerability and
unity that should be experienced in all
other aspects of marriage.

Our fallen world has come to view
sex simply as an act of pleasure rather
than a doorway to deepest vulnerability
and sharing. That is why sex outside
of marriage is so wrong: It destroys the
proper view and function of sex as the
ultimate act of intimacy that two people
can experience together. A casual view of
sex devalues it and takes away one of the
most powerful channels of communication
between a husband and wife. When sex is
seen simply as a physical act, it loses its
power to bond two people together. Lack
of intimacy is one of the great destroyers
of a marriage. Use all of the resources
God has given you to keep sex alive
in your marriage, functioning as it was
designed to function.

The first key to understanding
temptation is recognizing the power

and cunning of the tempter. Notice that
the serpent does not approach Eve

with something obviously evil but with

a lovely piece of fruit. He then twists

When your motives are
selfish, even seemingly right behavior

can become inappropriate. Don’t let right
actions be wasted by wrong motives. You
will soon find your actions to be futile. But
right motives always produce meaningful
action, even in the smallest things. More
important, when you pursue spiritual life
with self-serving motives, you rob yourself
of the joy God intends.

9Afterward the LorD asked Cain, “Where is
your brother? Where is Abel?”

“I don’t know,” Cain responded. “Am I my
brother’s guardian?”

10But the LORD said, “What have you done?
Listen! Your brother’s blood cries out to me from
the ground! ""Now you are cursed and banished
from the ground, which has swallowed your
brother’s blood. 2No longer will the ground
yield good crops for you, no matter how hard
you work! From now on you will be a homeless
wanderer on the earth.”

13Cain replied to the LORD, “My punishment*
is too great for me to bear! '4You have banished
me from the land and from your presence; you
have made me a homeless wanderer. Anyone
who finds me will kill me!”

15The LorD replied, “No, for I will give a
sevenfold punishment to anyone who Kkills
you.” Then the LORD put a mark on Cain to warn
anyone who might try to kill him. 6So Cain left
the LORD’s presence and settled in the land of
Nod,* east of Eden.

The Descendants of Cain
17Cain had sexual relations with his wife, and
she became pregnant and gave birth to Enoch.
Then Cain founded a city, which he named
Enoch, after his son. 18Enoch had a son named
Irad. Irad became the father of* Mehujael. Me-
hujael became the father of Methushael. Methu-
shael became the father of Lamech.

9Lamech married two women. The first
was named Adah, and the second was Zillah.
20Adah gave birth to Jabal, who was the first of
those who raise livestock and live in tents. 2'His
brother’s name was Jubal, the first of all who
play the harp and flute. 22Lamech’s other wife,
Zillah, gave birth to a son named Tubal-cain. He
became an expert in forging tools of bronze and
iron. Tubal-cain had a sister named Naamah.
230ne day Lamech said to his wives,

“Adah and Zillah, hear my voice;
listen to me, you wives of Lamech.

25Adam had sexual relations with his wife
again, and she gave birth to another son.

The Descendants of Adam
This is the written account of the descen-
dants of Adam. When God created human
beings,* he made them to be like himself.

905 years, and then he died.

2When Kenan was 70 years old, he became
the father of Mahalalel. 3After the birth of
Mahalalel, Kenan lived another 840 years,
and he had other sons and daughters.

22After the birth of
Methuselah, Enoch lived in close fellowship
with God for another 300 years, and he had
other sons and daughters. 2Enoch lived
365 years, 2#walking in close fellowship with
God. Then one day he disappeared, because
God took him.

2When Methuselah was 187 years old, he
became the father of Lamech. 26 After the
birth of Lamech, Methuselah lived another
782 years, and he had other sons and
daughters. 27Methuselah lived 969 years,
and then he died.

28When Lamech was 182 years old, he became
the father of a son. 22Lamech named his
son Noah, for he said, “May he bring us
relief* from our work and the painful labor
of farming this ground that the LorD has
cursed.”

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walked in close fellowship with God. 1°Noah
was the father of three sons: Shem, Ham, and
Japheth.

3So God said
to Noah, “I have decided to destroy all living
creatures, for they have filled the earth with
violence. Yes, I will wipe them all out along
with the earth!

GENESIS 6:5-22

The account of Noah should take us

The
story begins with God’s judgment of
humankind’s depravity. The Flood
pictures both the relentlessness of
God’s wrath against all sin as well as
humankind’s floundering in its own
wickedness. The ark, provided by

God through Noah’s obedient faith,
becomes a striking illustration of God’s
gracious salvation. The entire story
prefigures God’s ultimate saving vessel,
Jesus Christ, who receives not just one
family but all who will come to him in
faith. Have you made the decision to
climb on board, or are you still outside
treading water in the rising tide?
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The Flood Covers the Earth

When everything was ready, the LORD said

to Noah, “Go into the boat with all your
family, for among all the people of the earth,
I can see that you alone are righteous. 2Take
with you seven pairs—male and female—of
each animal I have approved for eating and
for sacrifice,* and take one pair of each of the
others. 3Also take seven pairs of every kind
of bird. There must be a male and a female in
each pair to ensure that all life will survive on
the earth after the flood. 4Seven days from now
I will make the rains pour down on the earth.
And it will rain for forty days and forty nights,
until I have wiped from the earth all the living
things I have created.”

5So Noah did everything as the LORD com-

manded him.

6Noah was 600 years old when the flood
covered the earth. 7He went on board the boat
to escape the flood—he and his wife and his
sons and their wives. 8With them were all the
various kinds of animals—those approved for
eating and for sacrifice and those that were
not—along with all the birds and the small
animals that scurry along the ground. °They
entered the boat in pairs, male and female,
just as God had commanded Noah. 10After
seven days, the waters of the flood came and
covered the earth.

"When Noah was 600 years old, on the
seventeenth day of the second month, all the
underground waters erupted from the earth,
and the rain fell in mighty torrents from the
sky. 12The rain continued to fall for forty days
and forty nights.

13That very day Noah had gone into the boat
with his wife and his sons—Shem, Ham, and Ja-
pheth—and their wives. #With them in the boat
were pairs of every kind of animal—domestic
and wild, large and small—along with birds
of every kind. 5Two by two they came into

the boat, representing every living thing that
breathes. 16A male and female of each kind en-
tered, just as God had commanded Noah. Then
the LorpD closed the door behind them.

17For forty days the floodwaters grew deeper,
covering the ground and lifting the boat high
above the earth. 18As the waters rose higher and
higher above the ground, the boat floated safely
on the surface. 9Finally, the water covered even
the highest mountains on the earth, 20rising more
than twenty-two feet* above the highest peaks.
21All the living things on earth died—birds, do-
mestic animals, wild animals, small animals
that scurry along the ground, and all the people.
22Everything that breathed and lived on dry land
died. 2God wiped out every living thing on the
earth—people, livestock, small animals that
scurry along the ground, and the birds of the sky.
All were destroyed. The only people who survived
were Noah and those with him in the boat. 24And
the floodwaters covered the earth for 150 days.

The Flood Recedes

But God remembered Noah and all the wild

animals and livestock with him in the boat.
He sent a wind to blow across the earth, and the
floodwaters began to recede. 2The underground
waters stopped flowing, and the torrential
rains from the sky were stopped. 3So the flood-
waters gradually receded from the earth. After
150 days, 4exactly five months from the time
the flood began,* the boat came to rest on the
mountains of Ararat. *Two and a half months
later,* as the waters continued to go down,
other mountain peaks became visible.

6 After another forty days, Noah opened the
window he had made in the boat 7and released
a raven. The bird flew back and forth until the
floodwaters on the earth had dried up. ¢He also
released a dove to see if the water had receded
and it could find dry ground. ?But the dove
could find no place to land because the water
still covered the ground. So it returned to the
boat, and Noah held out his hand and drew the
dove back inside. 10After waiting another seven
days, Noah released the dove again. 1 This time
the dove returned to him in the evening with a
fresh olive leaf in its beak. Then Noah knew that
the floodwaters were almost gone. 2He waited
another seven days and then released the dove
again. This time it did not come back.

3Noah was now 601 years old. On the first
day of the new year, ten and a half months after
the flood began,* the floodwaters had almost
dried up from the earth. Noah lifted back the
covering of the boat and saw that the surface

'7Release all the animals—the
birds, the livestock, and the small animals that
scurry along the ground—so they can be fruitful
and multiply throughout the earth.”

18S0 Noah, his wife, and his sons and their
wives left the boat. ?And all of the large and
small animals and birds came out of the boat,
pair by pair.

20Then Noah built an altar to the LorD, and
there he sacrificed as burnt offerings the ani-
mals and birds that had been approved for that
purpose.* 21And the LORD was pleased with
the aroma of the sacrifice and said to himself,
“I will never again curse the ground because
of the human race, even though everything
they think or imagine is bent toward evil from
childhood. I will never again destroy all living
things. 22As long as the earth remains, there will
be planting and harvest, cold and heat, summer
and winter, day and night.”

God Confirms His Covenant
Then God blessed Noah and his sons and
told them, “Be fruitful and multiply. Fill the
earth. 2All the animals of the earth, all the birds
of the sky, all the small animals that scurry
along the ground, and all the fish in the sea will
look on you with fear and terror. I have placed
them in your power. 3 have given them to you
for food, just as I have given you grain and veg-
etables. 4But you must never eat any meat that
still has the lifeblood in it.
5“And I will require the blood of anyone who
takes another person’s life. If a wild animal kills
a person, it must die. And anyone who murders
a fellow human must die. 6If anyone takes a
human life, that person’s life will also be taken
by human hands. For God made human beings*
in his own image. ’Now be fruitful and multiply,
and repopulate the earth.”
8Then God told Noah and his sons, 9“I hereby
confirm my covenant with you and your descen-
dants, %and with all the animals that were on the
boat with you—the birds, the livestock, and all
the wild animals—every living creature on earth.

Never again will floodwaters kill all living crea-
tures; never again will a flood destroy the earth.”

Noah’s Sons

18The sons of Noah who came out of the boat
with their father were Shem, Ham, and Japheth.
(Ham is the father of Canaan.) '9From these
three sons of Noah came all the people who now
populate the earth.

20 After the flood, Noah began to cultivate the
ground, and he planted a vineyard. 21One day he
drank some wine he had made, and he became
drunk and lay naked inside his tent. 22Ham, the
father of Canaan, saw that his father was naked
and went outside and told his brothers. 23Then
Shem and Japheth took a robe, held it over their
shoulders, and backed into the tent to cover their
father. As they did this, they looked the other way
so they would not see him naked.

2When Noah woke up from his stupor, he
learned what Ham, his youngest son, had done.
25Then he cursed Canaan, the son of Ham:

“May Canaan be cursed!
May he be the lowest of servants to his
relatives.”

26Then Noah said,

“May the LORD, the God of Shem, be blessed,
and may Canaan be his servant!
27 May God expand the territory of Japheth!
May Japheth share the prosperity of Shem,*
and may Canaan be his servant.”

28Noah lived another 350 years after the great
flood. 2°He lived 950 years, and then he died.

e Abortion

GENESIS 9:6

The Bible makes it clear that murder,
killing another person, is a sin. One of
God’s Ten Commandments is a prohibition
against murder (Exodus 20:13). In the
abortion debate, the question becomes,

Is the unborn child really a person yet? If
the unborn child is a person, then aborting
that child becomes murder. Murder carries
such grave consequences because it
ends a human life that still holds so much
potential, and it puts authority over human
life into our hands rather than leaving it in
God'’s hands.
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1 0 This is the account of the families of

Shem, Ham, and Japheth, the three sons
of Noah. Many children were born to them after
the great flood.

Descendants of Japheth

2The descendants of Japheth were Gomer,
Magog, Madai, Javan, Tubal, Meshech,
and Tiras.

3The descendants of Gomer were Ashkenaz,
Riphath, and Togarmah.

4The descendants of Javan were Elishah,
Tarshish, Kittim, and Rodanim.* 5Their
descendants became the seafaring peoples
that spread out to various lands, each
identified by its own language, clan, and
national identity.

Descendants of Ham

6The descendants of Ham were Cush, Mizraim,
Put, and Canaan.

7The descendants of Cush were Seba, Havilah,
Sabtah, Raamah, and Sabteca. The
descendants of Raamah were Sheba and
Dedan.

8Cush was also the ancestor of Nimrod,

who was the first heroic warrior on earth.
9Since he was the greatest hunter in the
world,* his name became proverbial. People
would say, “This man is like Nimrod, the
greatest hunter in the world.” 1°He built his
kingdom in the land of Babylonia,* with the
cities of Babylon, Erech, Akkad, and Calneh.
1"From there he expanded his territory to
Assyria,* building the cities of Nineveh,
Rehoboth-ir, Calah, 12and Resen (the great
city located between Nineveh and Calah).

18Mizraim was the ancestor of the Ludites,
Anamites, Lehabites, Naphtuhites,
14Pathrusites, Casluhites, and the
Caphtorites, from whom the Philistines
came.*

5Canaan’s oldest son was Sidon, the ancestor
of the Sidonians. Canaan was also the
ancestor of the Hittites,* 6Jebusites,
Amorites, Girgashites, 7Hivites, Arkites,
Sinites, 18 Arvadites, Zemarites, and
Hamathites. The Canaanite clans eventually
spread out, 9and the territory of Canaan
extended from Sidon in the north to Gerar
and Gaza in the south, and east as far as
Sodom, Gomorrah, Admah, and Zeboiim,
near Lasha.

20These were the descendants of Ham, identi-

fied by clan, language, territory, and national

identity.

Descendants of Shem

21Sons were also born to Shem, the older
brother of Japheth.* Shem was the ancestor
of all the descendants of Eber.

12

22The descendants of Shem were Elam, Asshur,
Arphaxad, Lud, and Aram.

2The descendants of Aram were Uz, Hul,
Gether, and Mash.

24 Arphaxad was the father of Shelah,* and
Shelah was the father of Eber.

25Eber had two sons. The first was named
Peleg (which means “division”), for during
his lifetime the people of the world were
divided into different language groups. His
brother’s name was Joktan.

26Joktan was the ancestor of Almodad,
Sheleph, Hazarmaveth, Jerah, 2?Hadoram,
Uzal, Diklah, 260bal, Abimael, Sheba,
290phir, Havilah, and Jobab. All these were
descendants of Joktan. 30The territory they
occupied extended from Mesha all the way
to Sephar in the eastern mountains.

31These were the descendants of Shem, identi-

fied by clan, language, territory, and national

identity.

Conclusion

32These are the clans that descended from
Noah’s sons, arranged by nation according to
their lines of descent. All the nations of the earth
descended from these clans after the great flood.

The Tower of Babel
1 At one time all the people of the world
spoke the same language and used the

same words. 2As the people migrated to the
east, they found a plain in the land of Bab-
ylonia* and settled there.

3They began saying to each other, “Let’s
make bricks and harden them with fire.” (In
this region bricks were used instead of stone,
and tar was used for mortar.) 4Then they said,
“Come, let’s build a great city for ourselves with
a tower that reaches into the sky. This will make
us famous and keep us from being scattered all
over the world.”

5But the LORD came down to look at the
city and the tower the people were building.
6“Look!” he said. “The people are united, and
they all speak the same language. After this,
nothing they set out to do will be impossible
for them! 7Come, let’s go down and confuse
the people with different languages. Then they
won’t be able to understand each other.”

8In that way, the LORD scattered them all over
the world, and they stopped building the city.
9That is why the city was called Babel,* because

11 After the birth of* Arphaxad,
Shem lived another 500 years and had other
sons and daughters.

2When Arphaxad was 35 years old, he became
the father of Shelah. 3After the birth of
Shelah, Arphaxad lived another 403 years
and had other sons and daughters.*

4When Shelah was 30 years old, he became
the father of Eber. 15After the birth of Eber,
Shelah lived another 403 years and had
other sons and daughters.

16When Eber was 34 years old, he became the
father of Peleg. 17 After the birth of Peleg,
Eber lived another 430 years and had other
sons and daughters.

8When Peleg was 30 years old, he became the
father of Reu. 19After the birth of Reu, Peleg
lived another 209 years and had other sons
and daughters.

20When Reu was 32 years old, he became the
father of Serug. 21 After the birth of Serug,
Reu lived another 207 years and had other
sons and daughters.

22When Serug was 30 years old, he became the
father of Nahor. 23After the birth of Nahor,
Serug lived another 200 years and had other
sons and daughters.

2¢When Nahor was 29 years old, he became the
father of Terah.

He
was headed for the land of Canaan, but they
stopped at Haran and settled there. 32Terah lived
for 205 years* and died while still in Haran.

The Call of Abram
1 The LorD had said to Abram, “Leave
your native country, your relatives, and

your father’s family, and go to the land that
I will show you. 2I will make you into a great
nation. I will bless you and make you famous,
and you will be a blessing to others. 3] will bless
those who bless you and curse those who treat
you with contempt. All the families on earth will
be blessed through you.”

4So Abram departed as the LorD had in-
structed, and Lot went with him. Abram was
seventy-five years old when he left Haran. 5He
took his wife, Sarai, his nephew Lot, and all his
wealth—his livestock and all the people he had
taken into his household at Haran—and headed
for the land of Canaan. When they arrived in Ca-
naan, 6Abram traveled through the land as far
as Shechem. There he set up camp beside the
oak of Moreh. At that time, the area was inhab-
ited by Canaanites.

"Then the LORD appeared to Abram and said,
“I will give this land to your descendants.*”
And Abram built an altar there and dedicated
it to the LorD, who had appeared to him. 8 After
that, Abram traveled south and set up camp in
the hill country, with Bethel to the west and
Ai to the east. There he built another altar and
dedicated it to the LORD, and he worshiped the
LoRD. 9Then Abram continued traveling south
by stages toward the Negev.

Abram and Sarai in Egypt
10At that time a severe famine struck the land
of Canaan, forcing Abram to go down to Egypt,
where he lived as a foreigner. 11As he was ap-
proaching the border of Egypt, Abram said to
his wife, Sarai, “Look, you are a very beautiful
woman. 2When the Egyptians see you, they
will say, “This is his wife. Let’s kill him; then we
can have her!” 3So please tell them you are my
sister. Then they will spare my life and treat me
well because of their interest in you.”

14And sure enough, when Abram arrived in
Egypt, everyone noticed Sarai’s beauty. ®When
the palace officials saw her, they sang her
praises to Pharaoh, their king, and Sarai was
taken into his palace. Then Pharaoh gave
Abram many gifts because of her—sheep, goats,
cattle, male and female donkeys, male and fe-
male servants, and camels.
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17But the LORD sent terrible plagues upon
Pharaoh and his household because of Sarai,
Abram’s wife. 8So Pharaoh summoned Abram
and accused him sharply. “What have you done
to me?” he demanded. “Why didn’t you tell me
she was your wife? "Why did you say, ‘She is
my sister,” and allow me to take her as my wife?
Now then, here is your wife. Take her and get out
of here!” 20Pharaoh ordered some of his men to
escort them, and he sent Abram out of the coun-
try, along with his wife and all his possessions.

Abram and Lot Separate
1 So Abram left Egypt and traveled north
into the Negev, along with his wife and

Lot and all that they owned. 2(Abram was very
rich in livestock, silver, and gold.) 3From the
Negev, they continued traveling by stages to-
ward Bethel, and they pitched their tents be-
tween Bethel and Ai, where they had camped
before. 4This was the same place where Abram
had built the altar, and there he worshiped the
LORD again.

5Lot, who was traveling with Abram, had
also become very wealthy with flocks of sheep
and goats, herds of cattle, and many tents.
6But the land could not support both Abram
and Lot with all their flocks and herds living so
close together. 7So disputes broke out between
the herdsmen of Abram and Lot. (At that time
Canaanites and Perizzites were also living in
the land.)

8Finally Abram said to Lot, “Let’s not allow
this conflict to come between us or our herds-
men. After all, we are close relatives! ¢The whole
countryside is open to you. Take your choice of
any section of the land you want, and we will
separate. If you want the land to the left, then
I’ll take the land on the right. If you prefer the
land on the right, then I'll go to the left.”

10Lot took a long look at the fertile plains of
the Jordan Valley in the direction of Zoar. The
whole area was well watered everywhere, like
the garden of the LoRD or the beautiful land of
Egypt. (This was before the LoRD destroyed Sod-
om and Gomorrah.) Lot chose for himself the
whole Jordan Valley to the east of them. He went
there with his flocks and servants and parted
company with his uncle Abram. 2So Abram
settled in the land of Canaan, and Lot moved his
tents to a place near Sodom and settled among
the cities of the plain. 13But the people of this
area were extremely wicked and constantly
sinned against the LORD.

14After Lot had gone, the LORD said to Abram,
“Look as far as you can see in every direction—
north and south, east and west. 5] am giving all
this land, as far as you can see, to you and your
descendants* as a permanent possession. And
I will give you so many descendants that, like
the dust of the earth, they cannot be counted!

14

7Go and walk through the land in every direc-
tion, for I am giving it to you.”

8So Abram moved his camp to Hebron and
settled near the oak grove belonging to Mamre.
There he built another altar to the LORD.

Abram Rescues Lot
1 About this time war broke out in the re-
gion. King Amraphel of Babylonia,* King

Arioch of Ellasar, King Kedorlaomer of Elam,
and King Tidal of Goiim 2fought against King
Bera of Sodom, King Birsha of Gomorrah, King
Shinab of Admah, King Shemeber of Zeboiim,
and the king of Bela (also called Zoar).

3This second group of kings joined forces in
Siddim Valley (that is, the valley of the Dead
Sea*). 4For twelve years they had been subject
to King Kedorlaomer, but in the thirteenth year
they rebelled against him.

50ne year later Kedorlaomer and his allies ar-
rived and defeated the Rephaites at Ashteroth-
karnaim, the Zuzites at Ham, the Emites at
Shaveh-kiriathaim, éand the Horites at Mount
Seir, as far as El-paran at the edge of the wilder-
ness. "Then they turned back and came to En-
mishpat (now called Kadesh) and conquered
all the territory of the Amalekites, and also the
Amorites living in Hazazon-tamar.

8Then the rebel kings of Sodom, Gomorrah,
Admah, Zeboiim, and Bela (also called Zoar)
prepared for battle in the valley of the Dead
Sea.* 9They fought against King Kedorlaomer
of Elam, King Tidal of Goiim, King Amraphel
of Babylonia, and King Arioch of Ellasar—four
kings against five. 10As it happened, the valley
of the Dead Sea was filled with tar pits. And as
the army of the kings of Sodom and Gomorrah
fled, some fell into the tar pits, while the rest
escaped into the mountains. "The victorious
invaders then plundered Sodom and Gomorrah
and headed for home, taking with them all the
spoils of war and the food supplies. 12They also
captured Lot—Abram’s nephew who lived in
Sodom—and carried off everything he owned.

13But one of Lot’s men escaped and reported
everything to Abram the Hebrew, who was liv-
ing near the oak grove belonging to Mamre the
Amorite. Mamre and his relatives, Eshcol and
Aner, were Abram’s allies.

4When Abram heard that his nephew Lot
had been captured, he mobilized the 318 trained
men who had been born into his household.
Then he pursued Kedorlaomer’s army until he
caught up with them at Dan. '5There he divided
his men and attacked during the night. Kedorla-
omer’s army fled, but Abram chased them as far
as Hobah, north of Damascus. 8Abram recov-
ered all the goods that had been taken, and he

Melchizedek Blesses Abram
7After Abram returned from his victory over
Kedorlaomer and all his allies, the king of Sod-
om went out to meet him in the valley of Shaveh
(that is, the King’s Valley).

8And Melchizedek, the king of Salem and
a priest of God Most High,* brought Abram
some bread and wine. ®Melchizedek blessed
Abram with this blessing:

“Blessed be Abram by God Most High,
Creator of heaven and earth.
20 And blessed be God Most High,
who has defeated your enemies for you.”

Then Abram gave Melchizedek a tenth of all the
goods he had recovered.

21The king of Sodom said to Abram, “Give
back my people who were captured. But you
may keep for yourself all the goods you have
recovered.”

22 Abram replied to the king of Sodom, “I sol-
emnly swear to the LorD, God Most High, Cre-
ator of heaven and earth, 23that I will not take
somuch as a single thread or sandal thong from
what belongs to you. Otherwise you might say,
‘I am the one who made Abram rich.” 241 will
accept only what my young warriors have al-
ready eaten, and I request that you give a fair
share of the goods to my allies—Aner, Eshcol,
and Mamre.”

The LorD’s Covenant Promise to Abram
1 5 Some time later, the LORD spoke to
Abram in a vision and said to him, “Do

not be afraid, Abram, for I will protect you, and
your reward will be great.”

2But Abram replied, “O Sovereign LORD, what
good are all your blessings when I don’t even
have a son? Since you’ve given me no children,
Eliezer of Damascus, a servant in my house-
hold, will inherit all my wealth. 3You have given
me no descendants of my own, so one of my ser-
vants will be my heir.”

4Then the LORD said to him, “No, your servant
will not be your heir, for you will have a son of
your own who will be your heir.” 5Then the LORD
took Abram outside and said to him, “Look up
into the sky and count the stars if you can. That’s
how many descendants you will have!”

6And Abram believed the LORD, and the LORD
counted him as righteous because of his faith.

"Then the LoRD told him, “I am the LORD who
brought you out of Ur of the Chaldeans to give
you this land as your possession.”

8But Abram replied, “O Sovereign LORD, how
can I be sure that I will actually possess it?”

10So Abram presented all these to him
and killed them. Then he cut each animal down
the middle and laid the halves side by side; he
did not, however, cut the birds in half. "Some
vultures swooped down to eat the carcasses, but
Abram chased them away.

12As the sun was going down, Abram fell into
a deep sleep, and a terrifying darkness came
down over him. 3Then the LORD said to Abram,
“You can be sure that your descendants will be
strangers in a foreign land, where they will be
oppressed as slaves for 400 years. “But I will
punish the nation that enslaves them, and in
the end they will come away with great wealth.
15(As for you, you will die in peace and be bur-
ied at a ripe old age.) 6After four generations
your descendants will return here to this land,
for the sins of the Amorites do not yet warrant
their destruction.”

17 After the sun went down and darkness fell,
Abram saw a smoking firepot and a flaming
torch pass between the halves of the carcasses.
18So the LORD made a covenant with Abram that
day and said, “I have given this land to your de-
scendants, all the way from the border of Egypt*
to the great Euphrates River—19the land now oc-
cupied by the Kenites, Kenizzites, Kadmonites,
20Hjttites, Perizzites, Rephaites, 2 Amorites, Ca-
naanites, Girgashites, and Jebusites.”

The Birth of Ishmael
1 Now Sarai, Abram’s wife, had not been
able to bear children for him. But she
had an Egyptian servant named Hagar. 2So Sa-
rai said to Abram, “The LORD has prevented me
from having children. Go and sleep with my ser-
vant. Perhaps I can have children through her.”
And Abram agreed with Sarai’s proposal. 3So
Sarai, Abram’s wife, took Hagar the Egyptian
servant and gave her to Abram as a wife. (This

As we read the story of Abram, we see
that he made many mistakes. So how
could God call him “righteous”? Though
human and sinful, Abram believed

and trusted in God. It was faith, not
perfection, that made him right in God’s
eyes. This same principle holds for all
of us. Our first response must be to
believe in God. Rather than measuring
our goodness, God is looking at our faith
and our willingness to follow him.
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happened ten years after Abram had settled in
the land of Canaan.)

4So Abram had sexual relations with Hagar,
and she became pregnant. But when Hagar
knew she was pregnant, she began to treat her
mistress, Sarai, with contempt. 5Then Sarai said
to Abram, “This is all your fault! I put my ser-
vant into your arms, but now that she’s preg-
nant she treats me with contempt. The LorRD
will show who’s wrong—you or me!”

6Abram replied, “Look, she is your servant,
so deal with her as you see fit.” Then Sarai
treated Hagar so harshly that she finally ran
away.

7The angel of the LorD found Hagar beside
a spring of water in the wilderness, along the
road to Shur. 8The angel said to her, “Hagar, Sa-
rai’s servant, where have you come from, and
where are you going?”

“I'm running away from my mistress, Sarai,”
she replied.

9The angel of the LORD said to her, “Return
to your mistress, and submit to her authority.”
10Then he added, “I will give you more descen-
dants than you can count.”

11And the angel also said, “You are now preg-
nant and will give birth to a son. You are to name
him Ishmael (which means ‘God hears’), for the
LorbD has heard your cry of distress. 12This son of
yours will be a wild man, as untamed as a wild
donkey! He will raise his fist against everyone,
and everyone will be against him. Yes, he will
live in open hostility against all his relatives.”

18Thereafter, Hagar used another name to
refer to the LORD, who had spoken to her. She
said, “You are the God who sees me.”* She also
said, “Have I truly seen the One who sees me?”
14So that well was named Beer-lahai-roi (which
means “well of the Living One who sees me”).
It can still be found between Kadesh and Bered.

1550 Hagar gave Abram a son, and Abram
named him Ishmael. ®Abram was eighty-six
years old when Ishmael was born.

Abram Is Named Abraham
1 When Abram was ninety-nine years old,
the LORD appeared to him and said, “Iam

El-Shaddai—‘God Almighty.” Serve me faithfully
and live a blameless life. 2I will make a covenant
with you, by which I will guarantee to give you
countless descendants.”

3At this, Abram fell face down on the ground.
Then God said to him, 4“This is my covenant
with you: I will make you the father of a mul-
titude of nations! *What’s more, [ am changing
your name. It will no longer be Abram. Instead,
you will be called Abraham,* for you will be
the father of many nations. 61 will make you ex-
tremely fruitful. Your descendants will become
many nations, and kings will be among them!

7¢T will confirm my covenant with you and

your descendants* after you, from genera-
tion to generation. This is the everlasting cov-
enant: I will always be your God and the God
of your descendants after you. 8And I will give
the entire land of Canaan, where you now live
as a foreigner, to you and your descendants. It
will be their possession forever, and I will be
their God.”

The Mark of the Covenant

9Then God said to Abraham, “Your responsi-
bility is to obey the terms of the covenant. You
and all your descendants have this continual
responsibility. 10This is the covenant that you
and your descendants must keep: Each male
among you must be circumcised. '"You must
cut off the flesh of your foreskin as a sign of the
covenant between me and you. 2From genera-
tion to generation, every male child must be cir-
cumcised on the eighth day after his birth. This
applies not only to members of your family but
also to the servants born in your household and
the foreign-born servants whom you have pur-
chased. 3All must be circumcised. Your bodies
will bear the mark of my everlasting covenant.
4Any male who fails to be circumcised will be
cut off from the covenant family for breaking
the covenant.”

Sarai Is Named Sarah
15Then God said to Abraham, “Regarding Sarai,
your wife—her name will no longer be Sarai.
From now on her name will be Sarah.* 6And I
will bless her and give you a son from her! Yes,
I will bless her richly, and she will become the
mother of many nations. Kings of nations will
be among her descendants.”

17Then Abraham bowed down to the ground,
but he laughed to himself in disbelief. “How
could I become a father at the age of 100?” he
thought. “And how can Sarah have a baby when
she is ninety years old?” 18So Abraham said to
God, “May Ishmael live under your special
blessing!”

19But God replied, “No—Sarah, your wife,
will give birth to a son for you. You will name
him Isaac,* and I will confirm my covenant with
him and his descendants as an everlasting cov-
enant. 20As for Ishmael, I will bless him also,
just as you have asked. I will make him ex-
tremely fruitful and multiply his descendants.
He will become the father of twelve princes,
and I will make him a great nation. 21But my
covenant will be confirmed with Isaac, who will
be born to you and Sarah about this time next
year.” 22When God had finished speaking, he
left Abraham.

GENESIS 19:16

An affluent culture holds many attractions
that can lull us into a lifestyle that is

far too content and comfortable. We
often think of comfort in the context of
helping and encouraging others, but
here it can also mean freedom from pain
and trouble, a life of convenience. This

is not always a good thing, because it
deadens our sensitivity to the needs of
others and causes us to forget that all we
have comes from God. Lot had become
so comfortable living among ungodly
neighbors in the wealthy city of Sodom
that he had stopped being a credible
witness for God. When the angels told
him the city would be destroyed, Lot

still hesitated, not wanting to give up

his worldly pleasures. Don’t let yourself
become so comfortable that you lose
your passion to follow God.
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came to town as an outsider, and now he’s act-
ing like our judge! We’ll treat you far worse than
those other men!” And they lunged toward Lot
to break down the door.

10But the two angels* reached out, pulled Lot
into the house, and bolted the door. '"Then they
blinded all the men, young and old, who were
at the door of the house, so they gave up trying
to get inside.

2Meanwhile, the angels questioned Lot. “Do
you have any other relatives here in the city?”
they asked. “Get them out of this place—your
sons-in-law, sons, daughters, or anyone else.
8For we are about to destroy this city com-
pletely. The outcry against this place is so great
it has reached the LoRD, and he has sent us to
destroy it.”

14So Lot rushed out to tell his daughters’ fi-
ancés, “Quick, get out of the city! The LorD is
about to destroy it.”

16When Lot still hesitated, the angels seized
his hand and the hands of his wife and two
daughters and rushed them to safety outside
the city, for the LorD was merciful. 7When they
were safely out of the city, one of the angels or-
dered, “Run for your lives! And don’t look back
or stop anywhere in the valley! Escape to the
mountains, or you will be swept away!”

18“0Oh no, my lord!” Lot begged. 19“You have
been so gracious to me and saved my life, and
you have shown such great kindness. But I can-
not go to the mountains. Disaster would catch
up to me there, and I would soon die. 20See,
there is a small village nearby. Please let me
go there instead; don’t you see how small it is?
Then my life will be saved.”

21“All right,” the angel said, “I will grant your
request. [ will not destroy the little village. 22But
hurry! Escape to it, for I can do nothing until
you arrive there.” (This explains why that vil-
lage was known as Zoar, which means “little
place.”)

23Lot reached the village just as the sun was
rising over the horizon. 24Then the LORD rained
down fire and burning sulfur from the sky on
Sodom and Gomorrah. 25He utterly destroyed
them, along with the other cities and villages of
the plain, wiping out all the people and every
bit of vegetation. 26 But Lot’s wife looked back as
she was following behind him, and she turned
into a pillar of salt.

27Abraham got up early that morning and
hurried out to the place where he had stood

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in the LORD’s presence. 2He looked out across
the plain toward Sodom and Gomorrah and
watched as columns of smoke rose from the cit-
ies like smoke from a furnace.

29But God had listened to Abraham’s request
and kept Lot safe, removing him from the disas-
ter that engulfed the cities on the plain.

Lot and His Daughters
30Afterward Lot left Zoar because he was afraid
of the people there, and he went to live in a cave
in the mountains with his two daughters. 3'One
day the older daughter said to her sister, “There
are no men left anywhere in this entire area,
so we can’t get married like everyone else. And
our father will soon be too old to have children.
32Come, let’s get him drunk with wine, and then
we will have sex with him. That way we will pre-
serve our family line through our father.”

33So that night they got him drunk with wine,
and the older daughter went in and had inter-
course with her father. He was unaware of her
lying down or getting up again.

34The next morning the older daughter said
to her younger sister, “I had sex with our fa-
ther last night. Let’s get him drunk with wine
again tonight, and you go in and have sex with
him. That way we will preserve our family line
through our father.” 35So that night they got him
drunk with wine again, and the younger daugh-
ter went in and had intercourse with him. As
before, he was unaware of her lying down or
getting up again.

36As a result, both of Lot’s daughters be-
came pregnant by their own father. 3?When the
older daughter gave birth to a son, she named
him Moab.* He became the ancestor of the
nation now known as the Moabites. 3When
the younger daughter gave birth to a son, she
named him Ben-ammi.* He became the ances-
tor of the nation now known as the Ammonites.

Abraham Deceives Abimelech
20 Abraham moved south to the Negev and
lived for a while between Kadesh and
Shur, and then he moved on to Gerar. While liv-
ing there as a foreigner, 2Abraham introduced
his wife, Sarah, by saying, “She is my sister.” So
King Abimelech of Gerar sent for Sarah and had
her brought to him at his palace.
3But that night God came to Abimelech in a
dream and told him, “You are a dead man, for
that woman you have taken is already married!”
4But Abimelech had not slept with her yet,
so he said, “Lord, will you destroy an inno-
cent nation? 5Didn’t Abraham tell me, ‘She
is my sister’? And she herself said, ‘Yes, he is

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my brother.’ I acted in complete innocence! My
hands are clean.”

6In the dream God responded, “Yes, I know
you are innocent. That’s why I kept you from
sinning against me, and why I did not let you
touch her. "Now return the woman to her
husband, and he will pray for you, for he is a
prophet. Then you will live. But if you don’t re-
turn her to him, you can be sure that you and all
your people will die.”

8Abimelech got up early the next morning
and quickly called all his servants together.
When he told them what had happened, his
men were terrified. Then Abimelech called
for Abraham. “What have you done to us?” he
demanded. “What crime have I committed that
deserves treatment like this, making me and my
kingdom guilty of this great sin? No one should
ever do what you have done! "Whatever pos-
sessed you to do such a thing?”

1Abraham replied, “I thought, ‘This is a
godless place. They will want my wife and will
kill me to get her.” 2And she really is my sister,
for we both have the same father, but different
mothers. And [ married her. ¥When God called
me to leave my father’s home and to travel
from place to place, I told her, ‘Do me a favor.
Wherever we go, tell the people that I am your
brother.””

14Then Abimelech took some of his sheep and
goats, cattle, and male and female servants,
and he presented them to Abraham. He also
returned his wife, Sarah, to him. 5Then Abim-
elech said, “Look over my land and choose any
place where you would like to live.” 16And he
said to Sarah, “Look, I am giving your ‘brother’
1,000 pieces of silver* in the presence of all
these witnesses. This is to compensate you for
any wrong [ may have done to you. This will
settle any claim against me, and your reputa-
tion is cleared.”

7Then Abraham prayed to God, and God
healed Abimelech, his wife, and his female
servants, so they could have children. 8For the
LorD had caused all the women to be infertile
because of what happened with Abraham’s
wife, Sarah.

The Birth of Isaac
2 The LorD kept his word and did for Sarah
exactly what he had promised. 2She be-
came pregnant, and she gave birth to a son for
Abraham in his old age. This happened at just
the time God had said it would. 3And Abraham
named their son Isaac. 4Eight days after Isaac
was born, Abraham circumcised him as God
had commanded. 5Abraham was 100 years old
when Isaac was born.
6And Sarah declared, “God has brought me
laughter.* All who hear about this will laugh
with me. 7Who would have said to Abraham
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that Sarah would nurse a baby? Yet I have given
Abraham a son in his old age!”

Hagar and Ishmael Are Sent Away
8When Isaac grew up and was about to be
weaned, Abraham prepared a huge feast to cel-
ebrate the occasion. 8But Sarah saw Ishmael—
the son of Abraham and her Egyptian servant
Hagar—making fun of her son, Isaac.* 1°So she
turned to Abraham and demanded, “Get rid of
that slave woman and her son. He is not going
to share the inheritance with my son, Isaac.
[ won’t have it!”

11This upset Abraham very much because
Ishmael was his son. 2But God told Abraham,
“Do not be upset over the boy and your ser-
vant. Do whatever Sarah tells you, for Isaac is
the son through whom your descendants will
be counted. ¥But I will also make a nation of
the descendants of Hagar’s son because he is
your son, too.”

14So Abraham got up early the next morning,
prepared food and a container of water, and
strapped them on Hagar’s shoulders. Then he
sent her away with their son, and she wandered
aimlessly in the wilderness of Beersheba.

15When the water was gone, she put the boy
in the shade of a bush. 16Then she went and sat
down by herself about a hundred yards* away.
“I don’t want to watch the boy die,” she said, as
she burst into tears.

17But God heard the boy crying, and the angel
of God called to Hagar from heaven, “Hagar,
what’s wrong? Do not be afraid! God has heard
the boy crying as he lies there. 8Go to him and
comfort him, for I will make a great nation from
his descendants.”

19Then God opened Hagar’s eyes, and she
saw a well full of water. She quickly filled her
water container and gave the boy a drink.

20And God was with the boy as he grew up
in the wilderness. He became a skillful archer,
21and he settled in the wilderness of Paran. His
mother arranged for him to marry a woman
from the land of Egypt.

Abraham’s Covenant with Abimelech

22 About this time, Abimelech came with Phicol,
his army commander, to visit Abraham. “God is
obviously with you, helping you in everything
you do,” Abimelech said. 23“Swear to me in
God’s name that you will never deceive me, my
children, or any of my descendants. I have been
loyal to you, so now swear that you will be loyal
to me and to this country where you are living
as a foreigner.”

2 Abraham replied, “Yes, I swear to it!”
25Then Abraham complained to Abimelech
about a well that Abimelech’s servants had
taken by force from Abraham’s servants.

26“This is the first I've heard of it,” Abimelech
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answered. “I have no idea who is responsible.
You have never complained about this before.”

27Abraham then gave some of his sheep,
goats, and cattle to Abimelech, and they made
a treaty. 22But Abraham also took seven addi-
tional female lambs and set them off by them-
selves. 29Abimelech asked, “Why have you set
these seven apart from the others?”

30Abraham replied, “Please accept these
seven lambs to show your agreement that [ dug
this well.” 31"Then he named the place Beer-
sheba (which means “well of the oath”), be-
cause that was where they had sworn the oath.

32 After making their covenant at Beersheba,
Abimelech left with Phicol, the commander of
his army, and they returned home to the land
of the Philistines. 33Then Abraham planted a
tamarisk tree at Beersheba, and there he wor-
shiped the LORD, the Eternal God.* 3And Abra-
ham lived as a foreigner in Philistine country
for a long time.

Abraham’s Faith Tested
2 2 Some time later, God tested Abraham’s
faith. “Abraham!” God called.

“Yes,” he replied. “Here [ am.”

2“Take your son, your only son—yes, Isaac,
whom you love so much—and go to the land
of Moriah. Go and sacrifice him as a burnt of-
fering on one of the mountains, which I will
show you.”

3The next morning Abraham got up early. He
saddled his donkey and took two of his servants
with him, along with his son, Isaac. Then he
chopped wood for a fire for a burnt offering and
set out for the place God had told him about.
40n the third day of their journey, Abraham
looked up and saw the place in the distance.
5“Stay here with the donkey,” Abraham told
the servants. “The boy and I will travel a little
farther. We will worship there, and then we will
come right back.”

6So Abraham placed the wood for the burnt
offering on Isaac’s shoulders, while he himself
carried the fire and the knife. As the two of them
walked on together, 7Isaac turned to Abraham
and said, “Father?”

“Yes, my son?” Abraham replied.

“We have the fire and the wood,” the boy
said, “but where is the sheep for the burnt
offering?”

8“God will provide a sheep for the burnt of-
fering, my son,” Abraham answered. And they
both walked on together.

9When they arrived at the place where God
had told him to go, Abraham built an altar and
arranged the wood on it. Then he tied his son,
Isaac, and laid him on the altar on top of the

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wood. 9And Abraham picked up the knife to
kill his son as a sacrifice. 11 At that moment the
angel of the LORrD called to him from heaven,
“Abraham! Abraham!”

“Yes,” Abraham replied. “Here I am!”

2“Don’t lay a hand on the boy!” the angel
said. “Do not hurt him in any way, for now I
know that you truly fear God. You have not with-
held from me even your son, your only son.”

13Then Abraham looked up and saw a ram
caught by its horns in a thicket. So he took the
ram and sacrificed it as a burnt offering in place
of his son. 4 Abraham named the place Yahweh-
Yireh (which means “the LorD will provide”). To
this day, people still use that name as a prov-
erb: “On the mountain of the LoORrD it will be
provided.”

15Then the angel of the LORD called again to
Abraham from heaven. 16“This is what the LORD
says: Because you have obeyed me and have not
withheld even your son, your only son, I swear
by my own name that 171 will certainly bless
you. I will multiply your descendants* beyond
number, like the stars in the sky and the sand
on the seashore. Your descendants will conquer
the cities of their enemies. ¥And through your
descendants all the nations of the earth will be
blessed—all because you have obeyed me.”

19Then they returned to the servants and trav-
eled back to Beersheba, where Abraham con-
tinued to live.

20Soon after this, Abraham heard that Milcah,
his brother Nahor’s wife, had borne Nahor eight
sons. 21'The oldest was named Uz, the next old-
est was Buz, followed by Kemuel (the ancestor
of the Arameans), 22Kesed, Hazo, Pildash, Jid-
laph, and Bethuel. 23(Bethuel became the father
of Rebekah.) In addition to these eight sons
from Milcah, 2Nahor had four other children
from his concubine Reumah. Their names were
Tebah, Gaham, Tahash, and Maacah.

The Burial of Sarah
2 When Sarah was 127 years old, 2she died
at Kiriath-arba (now called Hebron) in

the land of Canaan. There Abraham mourned
and wept for her.

3Then, leaving her body, he said to the Hittite
elders, 4“Here I am, a stranger and a foreigner
among you. Please sell me a piece of land so I
can give my wife a proper burial.”

5The Hittites replied to Abraham, 6“Listen,
my lord, you are an honored prince among us.
Choose the finest of our tombs and bury her
there. No one here will refuse to help you in
this way.”

"Then Abraham bowed low before the Hit-
tites 8and said, “Since you are willing to help

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me in this way, be so kind as to ask Ephron son
of Zohar 9to let me buy his cave at Machpelah,
down at the end of his field. I will pay the full
price in the presence of witnesses, so I will have
a permanent burial place for my family.”

10Ephron was sitting there among the others,
and he answered Abraham as the others lis-
tened, speaking publicly before all the Hittite
elders of the town. 11“No, my lord,” he said to
Abraham, “please listen to me. I will give you
the field and the cave. Here in the presence of
my people, I give it to you. Go and bury your
dead.”

12Abraham again bowed low before the citi-
zens of the land, 3and he replied to Ephron as
everyone listened. “No, listen to me. I will buy it
from you. Let me pay the full price for the field
so I can bury my dead there.”

4Ephron answered Abraham, *“My lord,
please listen to me. The land is worth 400 pieces*
of silver, but what is that between friends? Go
ahead and bury your dead.”

16So Abraham agreed to Ephron’s price and
paid the amount he had suggested—400 pieces
of silver, weighed according to the market stan-
dard. The Hittite elders witnessed the trans-
action.

17So Abraham bought the plot of land belong-
ing to Ephron at Machpelah, near Mamre. This
included the field itself, the cave that was in it,
and all the surrounding trees. 18It was trans-
ferred to Abraham as his permanent possession
in the presence of the Hittite elders at the city
gate. 9Then Abraham buried his wife, Sarah,
there in Canaan, in the cave of Machpelah, near
Mamre (also called Hebron). 20So the field and
the cave were transferred from the Hittites to
Abraham for use as a permanent burial place.

A Wife for Isaac
2 Abraham was now a very old man, and
the LorD had blessed him in every way.

20ne day Abraham said to his oldest servant,
the man in charge of his household, “Take an
oath by putting your hand under my thigh.
3Swear by the LorD, the God of heaven and
earth, that you will not allow my son to marry
one of these local Canaanite women. 4Go in-
stead to my homeland, to my relatives, and find
a wife there for my son Isaac.”

5The servant asked, “But what if I can’t find
a young woman who is willing to travel so far
from home? Should I then take Isaac there to
live among your relatives in the land you came
from?”

6“No!” Abraham responded. “Be careful
never to take my son there. 7For the LORD, the
God of heaven, who took me from my father’s
house and my native land, solemnly promised
to give this land to my descendants.* He will
send his angel ahead of you, and he will see to
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it that you find a wife there for my son. 8If she
is unwilling to come back with you, then you
are free from this oath of mine. But under no
circumstances are you to take my son there.”
9So the servant took an oath by putting his
hand under the thigh of his master, Abraham.
He swore to follow Abraham’s instructions.
10Then he loaded ten of Abraham’s camels with
all kinds of expensive gifts from his master, and
he traveled to distant Aram-naharaim. There he
went to the town where Abraham’s brother Na-
hor had settled. "He made the camels kneel be-
side a well just outside the town. It was evening,
and the women were coming out to draw water.

2“0 LorDp, God of my master, Abraham,”
he prayed. “Please give me success today, and
show unfailing love to my master, Abraham.
13See, I am standing here beside this spring,
and the young women of the town are coming
out to draw water. This is my request. I will
ask one of them, ‘Please give me a drink from
your jug.” If she says, ‘Yes, have a drink, and I
will water your camels, too!’—let her be the one
you have selected as Isaac’s wife. This is how I
will know that you have shown unfailing love
to my master.”

15Before he had finished praying, he saw a
young woman named Rebekah coming out
with her water jug on her shoulder. She was
the daughter of Bethuel, who was the son of
Abraham’s brother Nahor and his wife, Milcah.
6Rebekah was very beautiful and old enough to
be married, but she was still a virgin. She went
down to the spring, filled her jug, and came up
again. 7Running over to her, the servant said,
“Please give me a little drink of water from
your jug.”

18“Yes, my lord,” she answered, “have a
drink.” And she quickly lowered her jug from
her shoulder and gave him a drink. "When
she had given him a drink, she said, “I’ll draw
water for your camels, too, until they have had
enough to drink.” 20So she quickly emptied her
jug into the watering trough and ran back to the
well to draw water for all his camels.

21The servant watched her in silence, won-
dering whether or not the LORD had given him
success in his mission. 22Then at last, when the
camels had finished drinking, he took out a
gold ring for her nose and two large gold brace-
lets* for her wrists.

23“Whose daughter are you?” he asked. “And
please tell me, would your father have any room
to put us up for the night?”

24“T am the daughter of Bethuel,” she replied.
“My grandparents are Nahor and Milcah. 2°Yes,
we have plenty of straw and feed for the camels,
and we have room for guests.”

26The man bowed low and worshiped the
LORD. 27“Praise the LORD, the God of my master,
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Abraham,” he said. “The LorDp has shown
unfailing love and faithfulness to my mas-
ter, for he has led me straight to my master’s
relatives.”

28The young woman ran home to tell her
family everything that had happened. 2Now
Rebekah had a brother named Laban, who ran
out to meet the man at the spring. 30He had seen
the nose-ring and the bracelets on his sister’s
wrists, and had heard Rebekah tell what the
man had said. So he rushed out to the spring,
where the man was still standing beside his
camels. 3'Laban said to him, “Come and stay
with us, you who are blessed by the LorD! Why
are you standing here outside the town when I
have a room all ready for you and a place pre-
pared for the camels?”

32S0 the man went home with Laban, and La-
ban unloaded the camels, gave him straw for
their bedding, fed them, and provided water
for the man and the camel drivers to wash their
feet. 33Then food was served. But Abraham’s
servant said, “I don’t want to eat until I have
told you why I have come.”

“All right,” Laban said, “tell us.”

34“I am Abraham’s servant,” he explained.
35“And the LORD has greatly blessed my master;
he has become a wealthy man. The LoRrD has
given him flocks of sheep and goats, herds of
cattle, a fortune in silver and gold, and many
male and female servants and camels and
donkeys.

36“When Sarah, my master’s wife, was very
old, she gave birth to my master’s son, and my
master has given him everything he owns. 37 And
my master made me take an oath. He said, ‘Do
not allow my son to marry one of these local
Canaanite women. 38Go instead to my father’s
house, to my relatives, and find a wife there for
my son.’

39“But I said to my master, ‘What if I can’t
find a young woman who is willing to go back
with me?’ 40He responded, ‘The LORD, in whose
presence I have lived, will send his angel with
you and will make your mission successful.
Yes, you must find a wife for my son from
among my relatives, from my father’s family.
#“Then you will have fulfilled your obligation.
But if you go to my relatives and they refuse
to let her go with you, you will be free from
my oath.’

42“So today when I came to the spring,
I prayed this prayer: ‘O Lorp, God of my mas-
ter, Abraham, please give me success on this
mission. 43See, I am standing here beside
this spring.

“Please give me a little drink of water from your

54Then they ate
their meal, and the servant and the men with
him stayed there overnight.

But early the next morning, Abraham’s ser-
vant said, “Send me back to my master.”

55“But we want Rebekah to stay with us at
least ten days,” her brother and mother said.
“Then she can go.”

%6But he said, “Don’t delay me. The LORD has
made my mission successful; now send me back
so I can return to my master.”

57“Well,” they said, “we’ll call Rebekah and
ask her what she thinks.” 58So they called Re-
bekah. “Are you willing to go with this man?”
they asked her.

And she replied, “Yes, I will go.”

59S0 they said good-bye to Rebekah and sent
her away with Abraham’s servant and his men.
The woman who had been Rebekah’s childhood
nurse went along with her. 60They gave her this
blessing as she parted:

“Our sister, may you become
the mother of many millions!
May your descendants be strong
and conquer the cities of their
enemies.”
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61Then Rebekah and her servant girls mounted
the camels and followed the man. So Abraham’s
servant took Rebekah and went on his way.

62Meanwhile, Isaac, whose home was in the
Negev, had returned from Beer-lahai-roi. 630ne
evening as he was walking and meditating in
the fields, he looked up and saw the camels
coming. 8#When Rebekah looked up and saw
Isaac, she quickly dismounted from her camel.
65“Who is that man walking through the fields
to meet us?” she asked the servant.

And he replied, “It is my master.” So Rebekah
covered her face with her veil. 66Then the ser-
vant told Isaac everything he had done.

67 And Isaac brought Rebekah into his mother
Sarah’s tent, and she became his wife. He loved
her deeply, and she was a special comfort to
him after the death of his mother.

The Death of Abraham
2 Abraham married another wife, whose
name was Keturah. 2She gave birth

to Zimran, Jokshan, Medan, Midian, Ishbak,
and Shuah. 3Jokshan was the father of Sheba
and Dedan. Dedan’s descendants were the As-
shurites, Letushites, and Leummites. 4Midian’s
sons were Ephah, Epher, Hanoch, Abida, and
Eldaah. These were all descendants of Abraham
through Keturah.

5Abraham gave everything he owned to his
son Isaac. 6But before he died, he gave gifts to
the sons of his concubines and sent them off to
aland in the east, away from Isaac.

7Abraham lived for 175 years, 8and he died at
aripe old age, having lived a long and satisfying
life. He breathed his last and joined his ances-
tors in death. ?His sons Isaac and Ishmael bur-
ied him in the cave of Machpelah, near Mamre,
in the field of Ephron son of Zohar the Hittite.
10This was the field Abraham had purchased
from the Hittites and where he had buried
his wife Sarah. "After Abraham’s death, God
blessed his son Isaac, who settled near Beer-
lahai-roi in the Negev.

Ishmael’s Descendants

12This is the account of the family of Ishmael,
the son of Abraham through Hagar, Sarah’s
Egyptian servant. '3Here is a list, by their
names and clans, of Ishmael’s descendants:
The oldest was Nebaioth, followed by Kedar,
Adbeel, Mibsam, “Mishma, Dumah, Massa,
*Hadad, Tema, Jetur, Naphish, and Kedemah.
16These twelve sons of Ishmael became the
founders of twelve tribes named after them,
listed according to the places they settled and
camped. 7Ishmael lived for 137 years. Then
he breathed his last and joined his ancestors
in death. 8Ishmael’s descendants occupied
the region from Havilah to Shur, which is
east of Egypt in the direction of Asshur. There
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they lived in open hostility toward all their
relatives.*

The Births of Esau and Jacob
19This is the account of the family of Isaac, the
son of Abraham. 20When Isaac was forty years
old, he married Rebekah, the daughter of Be-
thuel the Aramean from Paddan-aram and the
sister of Laban the Aramean.

2[saac pleaded with the LORD on behalf of his
wife, because she was unable to have children.
The LoRD answered Isaac’s prayer, and Rebekah
became pregnant with twins. 22But the two chil-
dren struggled with each other in her womb. So
she went to ask the LORD about it. “Why is this
happening to me?” she asked.

2And the LoRrbD told her, “The sons in your
womb will become two nations. From the very
beginning, the two nations will be rivals. One
nation will be stronger than the other; and your
older son will serve your younger son.”

2And when the time came to give birth,
Rebekah discovered that she did indeed have
twins! 25The first one was very red at birth and
covered with thick hair like a fur coat. So they
named him Esau.* 26Then the other twin was
born with his hand grasping Esau’s heel. So
they named him Jacob.* Isaac was sixty years
old when the twins were born.

Here,
and in the story of his taking Esau’s
birthright (Genesis 25:27-34), Jacob was
motivated, not by a noble pursuit of God,
but by selfishness and ambition. Jacob’s
selfishness created painful consequences
that dogged him much of his life. He
deceived his father, he had to leave

home and never see his mother again,
and he lived twenty years in the fear of
his brother’s revenge. God redeemed
Jacob’s mistakes but not before
selfishness had caused much brokenness
and pain. Ask God to reveal and root

out any selfishness in your life before it
poisons your relationships.
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May you be the master over your brothers,
and may your mother’s sons bow down
to you.
All who curse you will be cursed,
and all who bless you will be blessed.”

30As soon as Isaac had finished blessing
Jacob, and almost before Jacob had left his
father, Esau returned from his hunt. 3'Esau
prepared a delicious meal and brought it to
his father. Then he said, “Sit up, my father,
and eat my wild game so you can give me your
blessing.”

32But Isaac asked him, “Who are you?”

Esau replied, “It’s your son, your firstborn
son, Esau.”

3[saac began to tremble uncontrollably and
said, “Then who just served me wild game?

Jacob replied, “Don’t give me anything. Just
do this one thing, and I'll continue to tend and
watch over your flocks. 32Let me inspect your
flocks today and remove all the sheep and goats
that are speckled or spotted, along with all the
black sheep. Give these to me as my wages. 33In
the future, when you check on the animals you
have given me as my wages, you’ll see that I
have been honest. If you find in my flock any
goats without speckles or spots, or any sheep
that are not black, you will know that I have
stolen them from you.”

34“All right,” Laban replied. “It will be as you
say.” 35But that very day Laban went out and
removed the male goats that were streaked and
spotted, all the female goats that were speckled
and spotted or had white patches, and all the
black sheep. He placed them in the care of his
own sons, 36who took them a three-days’ jour-
ney from where Jacob was. Meanwhile, Jacob
stayed and cared for the rest of Laban’s flock.

37Then Jacob took some fresh branches from
poplar, almond, and plane trees and peeled off
strips of bark, making white streaks on them.
38Then he placed these peeled branches in
the watering troughs where the flocks came to
drink, for that was where they mated. 3%And
when they mated in front of the white-streaked
branches, they gave birth to young that were
streaked, speckled, and spotted. 40Jacob sepa-
rated those lambs from Laban’s flock. And at
mating time he turned the flock to face Laban’s
animals that were streaked or black. This is
how he built his own flock instead of increas-
ing Laban’s.

4“1Whenever the stronger females were ready
to mate, Jacob would place the peeled branches
in the watering troughs in front of them. Then
they would mate in front of the branches. 42But
he didn’t do this with the weaker ones, so the
weaker lambs belonged to Laban, and the
stronger ones were Jacob’s. 43As a result, Jacob
